Gerri Wellington questioned what options township residents have for garbage disposal since Raccoon Refuse is no longer in service. It was suggested that the township put a dumpster to allow residents to dump their garbage at the township building. The Board stated they do not provide garbage service (contract) with any company and it is up to the resident to find a service of their choice. Monitoring would also be issue.

Gerri Wellington questioned again about the $5.00 up charge on vehicle registration. She  claimed that it is to be allocated to the township. The township has never received such funding from the state for vehicle registration. 

Gerri Wellington made mention at the Aug 8th, 2022 that there was a typo in the May 23rd  2022 meeting minutes. The secretary reviewed the minutes and the minutes stood correct. 

 At that time, the Board agreed to submit application for Emergency Liquid Fuel allocation (Erie County) in the amount $75,104. That amount is ½ of $150,208. The application was officially submitted for $75,104 with the township being responsible for $37,552. This was not made mention at the next meeting given the fact the funds were already approved at a higher price.
