a. Supervisors voted to accept the 2023 finalized contract from Melzer’s Fuel Service; price based on specific formula, currently $3.85/gallon

NEW BUSINESS:

a. Motion to file completion report for county was approved, township has spent money on snow removal in 2023 and can now submit a request for reimbursement
b. Flagger class ~ 3 hour flagger class being offered at Greene Twp., $55/person, supervisors voted to send all three maintenance employees, certification lasts for three years, instruction on flagging, where to put signs, etc.

c. Sewer Authority will hold a meeting at 5 pm, before the regular supervisor meeting, at the township building on February 20
