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“Ventilation: The Once and Future King”

Our speaker will be Distinguished Lecturer Dr. Max Sherman, who is a
Staff Senior Scientist at the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory
and is a senior advisor on residential matters. His research career spans
over 35 years and 200 publications, most of which focus on buildings,

energy efficiency, IAQ and HVAC. His most recognized research areas
also include ventilation, thermal distribution systems, infiltration, IAQ
and envelope-dominated buildings. Dr. Sherman gives technical
lectures frequently and has appeared in the popular media on issues of
energy, ventilation and duct tape.

In “Ventilation: The Once and Future.” Dr. Sherman will look at an
historical perspective of ventilation, including the reasons for ventilation
then and now, the methods of ventilation then and now, and the
amounts of ventilation then and now.
