• Site orientation system (SOS)
• Application of fire-environmental factors

PRE-REQUISITES: 

Member of a Law Enforcement, Corrections, Military or Security Organization with a 
requirement for sniper/observer---precision marksman/observer skills and capabilities. 

SPECIAL INFORMATION: 
To successfully complete the course a student must be in GOOD physical and mental 
condition and progress through increasingly difficult training requirements. The EB-SOTOC 
has numerous live fire exercises, classroom lectures/conferences and graded, must complete 
blocks of instruction. 

Attendance at the EB SOTOC does not mandate a graduation-completion certificate. Each 
attendee must meet and/or exceed the program standards in order to complete/graduate the 
program.
