PRAYER FROM THE BIBLE
OLD TESTAMENT EXCLUDING PSALMS
Pray for protection:

Genesis 32:9-12 - Then Jacob prayed, “O God of my father Abraham, God of my father
Isaac, Lord, You who said to me, ‘Go back to your country and your relatives, and | will make
you prosper,” 10 | am unworthy of all the kindness and faithfulness You have shown Your
servant. | had only my staff when | crossed this Jordan, but now | have become two camps.
11 Save me, | pray, from the hand of my brother Esau, for | am afraid he will come and attack
me, and also the mothers with their children. 12 But You have said, “I will surely make you
prosper and will make your descendants like the sand of the sea, which cannot be counted.

Prayer for guidance:

Exodus 15:11,13 - “Who among the gods is like You, Lord? Who is like You - majestic in
holiness, awesome in glory, working wonders?....13 In Your unfailing love You will lead the
people You have redeemed. In Your strength You will guide them to Your holy dwelling.

Prayer to know God more:

Exodus 33:12-13 - Moses said to the Lord, “You have been telling me, ‘Lead these people,’
but You have not let me know whom You will send with me. You have said, ‘| know you by
name and you have found favor with me.” 13 If You are pleased with me, teach me Your
ways so | may know You and continue to find favor with You....”

Prayer for God’s Presence:

Exodus 33:14-17 - The Lord replied, “My Presence will go with you, and | will give you rest.”
15 Then Moses said to Him, “If Your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up from
there. 16 How will anyone know that You are pleased with me and with Your people unless
You go with us? What else will distinguish me and Your people from all the other people on
the face of the earth?” 17 And the Lord said to Moses, “I will do the very thing you have
asked, because | am pleased with you and | know you by name.”

Intercessory prayer:

Exodus 34:5-9 - Then the Lord came down in the cloud and stood there with him (Moses)
and proclaimed His name, the Lord. 6 And He passed in front of Moses, proclaiming, “The
Lord, the Lord, the compassionate and gracious God, slow to anger, abounding in love and
faithfulness, 7 maintaining love to thousands, and forgiving wickedness, rebellion and sin.
Yet He does not leave the guilty unpunished; He punishes the children and their children for
the sin of the parents to the third and fourth generation.” 8 Moses bowed to the ground at
once and worshiped. 9 “Lord,” he said, “if | have found favor in Your eyes, then let the Lord
go with us. Although this is a stiff-necked people, forgive our wickedness and our sin, and
take us as Your inheritance.”
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Prayer of blessing:

Numbers 6:24-26 - “The Lord bless you, and keep you; 25 The Lord cause His face to
shine on you, and be gracious to you; 26 The Lord lift up His face to you, and give you
peace.”

Prayer for parenting:

Judges 13:8 - The Manoah prayed to the Lord: “Pardon Your servant, Lord. | beg You to let
the man of God You sent to us come again to teach us how to bring up the boy who is to be
born.”

Prayer of praise for God’s sovereignty:

1 Samuel 2:1-10 - Then Hannah prayed and said, “My heart rejoices in the Lord;

My horn is exalted in the Lord, My mouth speaks boldly against my enemies, because |
rejoice in Your salvation. 2 There is no one holy like the Lord, indeed, there is no one
besides You, nor is there any rock like our God. 3 Do not go on boasting so very proudly, do
not let arrogance come out of your mouth; For the Lord is a God of knowledge, and with Him
actions are weighed. 4 The bows of the mighty are broken to pieces, but those who have
stumbled strap on strength. 5 Those who were full hire themselves out for bread, but those
who were hungry cease to be hungry. Even the infertile woman gives birth to seven, but she
who has many children languishes. 6 The Lord puts to death and makes alive; He brings
down to Sheol and brings up. 7 The Lord makes poor and rich; He humbles, He also

exalts. He raises the poor from the dust, He lifts the needy from the garbage heap to

seat them with nobles, and He gives them a seat of honor as an inheritance; For the pillars
of the earth are the Lord’s, and He set the world on them. 9 He watches over the feet of His
godly ones, but the wicked ones are silenced in darkness; For not by might shall a person
prevail. 10 Those who contend with the Lord will be terrified; Against them He will thunder in
the heavens, the Lord will judge the ends of the earth; And He will give strength to His king,
and will exalt the horn of His anointed.”

Prayer of submissiveness:

1 Samuel 3:10 - Then the Lord came and stood, and called as at the other times: “Samuel!
Samuel!” And Samuel said, “Speak, for Your servant is listening.”

Prayer for forgiveness:

2 Samuel 24:10 - David was conscience-stricken after he had counted the fighting men, and
he said to the Lord, “I have sinned greatly in what | have done. Now, Lord, | beg You, take
away the guilt of Your servant. | have done a very foolish thing.”
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Prayer for wisdom and discernment:

1 Kings 3:5-10 - In Gibeon the Lord appeared to Solomon in a dream at night; and God said,
“Ask what you wish Me to give you.” 6 Then Solomon said, “You have shown great
faithfulness to Your servant David my father, according as he walked before You in truth,
righteousness, and uprightness of heart toward You; and You have reserved for him this
great faithfulness, that You have given him a son to sit on his throne, as it is this day. 7 And
now, Lord my God, You have made Your servant king in place of my father David, yet |

am like a little boy; I do not know how to go out or come in. 8 And Your servant is in the midst
of Your people whom You have chosen, a great people who are too many to be numbered or
counted. 9 So give Your servant an understanding heart to judge Your people, to discern
between good and evil. For who is capable of judging this great people of Yours?” 10 Now it
was pleasing in the sight of the Lord that Solomon had asked this thing.

Prayer for God to make Himself known:

1 Kings 18:36-39 - Then at the time of the offering of the evening sacrifice, Elijah the
prophet approached and said, “Lord, God of Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, today let it be known
that You are God in Israel and that | am Your servant, and that | have done all these things at
Your word. 37 Answer me, Lord, answer me, so that this people may know that You, Lord,
are God, and that You have turned their heart back.” 38 Then the fire of the Lord fell and
consumed the burnt offering and the wood, and the stones and the dust; and it licked up the
water that was in the trench. 39 When all the people saw this, they fell on their faces; and
they said, “The Lord, He is God; the Lord, He is God!”

Prayer for spiritual eyes to be opened to see what God is doing:

2 Kings 6:15-17 - Now when the attendant of the man of God had risen early and gone out,
behold, an army with horses and chariots was circling the city. And his servant said to him,
“This is hopeless, my master! What are we to do?” 16 And he said, “Do not be afraid,

for those who are with us are greater than those who are with them.” 17 Then Elisha prayed
and said, “Lord, please, open his eyes so that he may see.” And the Lord opened the
servant’s eyes, and he saw; and behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots of fire
all around Elisha.
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Prayer for deliverance so that others may know God:

2 Kings 19:8-19 - Then Rabshakeh returned and found the king of Assyria fighting

against Libnah, for he had heard that the king had left Lachish. 9 When he heard them say
about Tirhakah king of Cush, “Behold, he has come out to fight you,” he sent messengers
again to Hezekiah, saying, 10 “This is what you shall say to Hezekiah king of Judah: ‘Do
not let your God in whom you trust deceive you by saying, “Jerusalem will not be handed
over to the king of Assyria.” 11 Behold, you yourself have heard what the kings of Assyria
have done to all the lands, destroying them completely. So will you be saved? 12 Did the
gods of the nations which my fathers destroyed save them: Gozan, Haran, Rezeph, and the
sons of Eden who were in Telassar? 13 Where is the king of Hamath, the king of Arpad, the
king of the city of Sepharvaim, and of Hena and Ivvah?””

14 Then Hezekiah took the letter from the hand of the messengers and read it, and he went
up to the house of the Lord and spread it out before the Lord. 15 Hezekiah prayed before
the Lord and said, “Lord, God of Israel, enthroned above the cherubim, You are the God, You
alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth. You have made heaven and earth. 16 Incline Your
ear, Lord, and hear; open Your eyes, Lord, and see; and listen to the words of Sennacherib,
which he has sent to taunt the living God. 17 It is true, Lord; the kings of Assyria have laid
waste the nations and their lands, 18 and have hurled their gods into the fire; for they were
not gods, but only the work of human hands, wood and stone. So they have destroyed
them. 19 But now, Lord our God, please, save us from his hand, so that all the kingdoms of
the earth may know that You alone, Lord, are God.”

Prayer of praise and gratitude:

1 Chronicles 29:10-19 - So David blessed the Lord in the sight of all the assembly; and
David said, “Blessed are You, Lord God of Israel our father, forever and ever. 11 Yours, Lord,
is the greatness, the power, the glory, the victory, and the majesty, indeed everything that is
in the heavens and on the earth; Yours is the dominion, Lord, and You exalt Yourself as head
over all. 12 Both riches and honor come from You, and You rule over all, and in Your hand is
power and might; and it lies in Your hand to make great and to strengthen everyone. 13 Now
therefore, our God, we thank You, and praise Your glorious name. 14 “But who am | and
who are my people that we should be able to offer as generously as this? For all things come
from You, and from Your hand we have given to You. 15 For we are strangers before You,
and temporary residents, as all our fathers were; our days on the earth are like a shadow,
and there is no hope. 16 Lord our God, all this abundance that we have provided to build You
a house for Your holy name, it is from Your hand, and everything is Yours. 17 Since | know,
my God, that You put the heart to the test and delight in uprightness, I, in the integrity of my
heart, have willingly offered all these things; so now with joy | have seen Your people, who
are present here, make their offerings willingly to You. 18 Lord, God of Abraham, Isaac, and
Israel, our fathers, keep this forever in the intentions of the hearts of Your people, and direct
their hearts to You; 19 and give my son Solomon a perfect heart to keep Your
commandments, Your testimonies, and Your statutes, and to do them all, and to build

the temple for which | have made provision.”
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Prayer for help when the powerful come against the weak who trust in God:

2 Chronicles 14:9-12 - Now Zerah the Ethiopian went out against them with an army of a
million men and three hundred chariots, and he came to Mareshah. 10 So Asa went out to
meet him, and they drew up in battle formation in the Valley of Zephathah at

Mareshah. 11 Then Asa called to the Lord his God and said, “Lord, there is no one besides
You to help in the battle between the powerful and those who have no strength; help

us, Lord our God, for we trust in You, and in Your name have come against this

multitude. Lord, You are our God; do not let man prevail against You.” 12 So the Lord routed
the Ethiopians before Asa and before Judah, and the Ethiopians fled.

Prayer for mercy:

Nehemiah 1:1-11 - The words of Nehemiah the son of Hacaliah. Now it happened in the
month Chislev, in the twentieth year, while | was in Susa the capitol, 2 that Hanani, one of my
brothers, and some men from Judah came; and | asked them about the Jews who had
escaped and had survived the captivity, and about Jerusalem. 3 And they said to me, “The
remnant there in the province who survived the captivity are in great distress and disgrace,
and the wall of Jerusalem is broken down and its gates have been burned with fire.” 4 Now
when | heard these words, | sat down and wept and mourned for days; and | was fasting and
praying before the God of heaven. 5 | said, “Please, Lord God of heaven, the great and
awesome God, who keeps the covenant and faithfulness for those who love Him and keep
His commandments: 6 let Your ear now be attentive and Your eyes open, to hear the prayer
of Your servant which | am praying before You now, day and night, on behalf of the sons of
Israel Your servants, confessing the sins of the sons of Israel which we have committed
against You; | and my father’s house have sinned. 7 We have acted very corruptly against
You and have not kept the commandments, nor the statutes, nor the ordinances which You
commanded Your servant Moses. 8 Remember, please, the word which You commanded
Your servant Moses, saying, ‘If you are unfaithful, | will scatter you among the

peoples; 9 but if you return to Me and keep My commandments and do them, though those of
you who have been scattered were in the most remote part of the heavens, | will gather them
from there and bring them to the place where | have chosen to have My name dwell.” 10 They
are Your servants and Your people whom You redeemed by Your great power and by Your
strong hand. 11 Please, Lord, may Your ear be attentive to the prayer of Your servant and
the prayer of Your servants who delight to revere Your name, and please make Your servant
successful today and grant him mercy before this man.” Now | was the cupbearer to the king.

Prayer for strength during times of discouragement:

Nehemiah 6:9 - For all of them were trying to frighten us, thinking, “They will become
discouraged with the work and it will not be done.” But now, God, strengthen my hands.

Prayer in times of trouble:
Job 1:20-21 - At this, Job got up and tore his robe and shaved his head. Then he fell to the

ground in worship 21 and said: “Naked | came from my mother's womb, and naked | will
depart. The Lord gave and the Lord has taken away; may the name of the Lord be praised.”
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Prayer of repentance when we think we know it all:

Job 42:1-6 - Then Job answered the Lord and said, 2 “I know that You can do all things,
and that no plan is impossible for You. 3 ‘Who is this who conceals advice without
knowledge?’ Therefore | have declared that which | did not understand, things too wonderful
for me, which | do not know. 4 ‘Please listen, and | will speak; | will ask You, and You
instruct me.” 5 | have heard of You by the hearing of the ear; But now my eye sees You;

6 Therefore | retract, And | repent, sitting on dust and ashes.”

Prayer of confession:

Isaiah 6:1-5 - In the year of King Uzziah’s death | saw the Lord sitting on a throne, lofty and
exalted, with the train of His robe filling the temple. 2 Seraphim were standing above

Him, each having six wings: with two each covered his face, and with two each covered his
feet, and with two each flew. 3 And one called out to another and said, “Holy, Holy, Holy, is
the Lord of armies. The whole earth is full of His glory.” 4 And the foundations of the
thresholds trembled at the voice of him who called out, while the temple was filling with
smoke. 5 Then | said, “Woe to me, for | am ruined! Because | am a man of unclean lips, and
| live among a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, the Lord of armies.”
6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me with a burning coal in his hand, which he had taken
from the altar with tongs. 7 He touched my mouth with it and said, “Behold, this has touched
your lips; and your guilt is taken away and atonement is made for your sin.”

Prayer accepting God’s mission:

Isaiah 6:8 - Then | heard the voice of the Lord, saying, “Whom shall | send, and who will go
for Us?” Then | said, “Here am |. Send me!”

Prayer for peace:

Isaiah 26:3-4 - “You will keep in perfect peace those whose minds are steadfast, because
they trust in You. 4 Trust in the Lord forever, for the Lord, the Lord Himself, is the Rock
eternal.”

Prayer of one yearning for God and for righteousness:

Isaiah 26:7-9 - “The path of the righteous is level; You, the Upright One, make the way of
the righteous smooth. 8 Yes, Lord, walking in the way of Your laws, we wait for You; Your
name and renown are the desire of our hearts. 9 My soul yearns for You in the night; in the
morning my spirit longs for You. When Your judgments come upon the earth, the people of
the world learn righteousness.

Prayer for God to mold us as He sees fit:

Isaiah 64:8 - Yet You, Lord, are our Father. We are the clay, You are the potter; we are all
the work of Your hand.

Prayer asking God for power to speak:

Jeremiah 1:4-8 - Now the word of the Lord came to me [Jeremiah], saying, 5 “Before

| formed you in the womb | knew you, and before you were born | consecrated you;

| have appointed you as a prophet to the nations.” 6 Then | said, “Oh, Lord God! Behold, | do
not know how to speak, because | am a youth.” 7 But the Lord said to me, “Do not say, ‘| am
a youth,” because everywhere | send you, you shall go, and all that | command you, you shall
speak. 8 Do not be afraid of them, for | am with you to save you,” declares the Lord.

Prayer for direction and discipline:

Jeremiah 10:23-24 - Lord, | know that people’s lives are not their own; it is not for them to
direct their steps. 24 Discipline me, Lord, but only in due measure - not in Your anger, or
You will reduce me to nothing.

Prayer of confession and waiting on God:

Jeremiah 14:20-22 - We know our wickedness, Lord, the wrongdoing of our fathers, for we
have sinned against You. 21 Do not despise us, for the sake of Your own name; Do not
disgrace the throne of Your glory. Remember and do not annul Your covenant with us.

22 Are there any among the idols of the nations who give rain? Or can the heavens grant
showers? Is it not You, Lord our God? Therefore we wait for You, for You are the one who
has done all these things.

Prayer for restoration to God:

Lamentations 5:19-22 - You, Lord, rule forever; Your throne is from generation to
generation. 20 Why will You forget us forever? Why do You abandon us for so long?
21 Restore us to You, Lord, so that we may be restored; Renew our days as of old,
22 Unless You have utterly rejected us and are exceedingly angry with us.

Prayer of trust when life is overwhelming:

Lamentations 3:19-24 - Remember my misery and my homelessness, the wormwood

and bitterness. 20 My soul certainly remembers, and is bent over within me. 21 | recall this
to my mind, therefore | wait. 22 The Lord’s acts of mercy indeed do not end,

for His compassions do not fail. 23 They are new every morning; Great is Your faithfulness.
24 “The Lord is my portion,” says my soul, “Therefore | wait for Him.”
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Prayer for a nation gone astray:

Daniel 9:3 - So | gave my attention to the Lord God, to seek Him by prayer and pleading,
with fasting, sackcloth, and ashes. 4 | prayed to the Lord my God and confessed, and said,
“Oh, Lord, the great and awesome God, who keeps His covenant and faithfulness for those
who love Him and keep His commandments, 5 we have sinned, we have done wrong,

and acted wickedly and rebelled, even turning aside from Your commandments and
ordinances. 6 Moreover, we have not listened to Your servants the prophets, who spoke in
Your name to our kings, our leaders, our fathers, and all the people of the land.

7 “Righteousness belongs to You, Lord, but to us open shame, as it is this day—to the men
of Judah, the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and all Israel, those who are nearby and those who
are far away in all the countries to which You have driven them, because of their unfaithful
deeds which they have committed against You. 8 Open shame belongs to us, Lord, to our
kings, our leaders, and our fathers, because we have sinned against You. 9 To the Lord our
God belong compassion and forgiveness, because we have rebelled against Him; 10 and we
have not obeyed the voice of the Lord our God, to walk in His teachings which He set before
us through His servants the prophets. 11 Indeed, all Israel has violated Your Law and turned
aside, not obeying Your voice; so the curse has gushed forth on us, along with the oath which
is written in the Law of Moses the servant of God, because we have sinned against

Him. 12 So He has confirmed His words which He had spoken against us and against

our rulers who ruled us, to bring on us great disaster; for under the entire heaven there

has not been done anything like what was done in Jerusalem. 13 Just as it is written in

the Law of Moses, all this disaster has come on us; yet we have not sought the favor of

the Lord our God by turning from our wrongdoing and giving attention to Your truth. 14 So
the Lord has kept the disaster in store and brought it on us; for the Lord our God is righteous
with respect to all His deeds which He has done, but we have not obeyed His voice.

15 “And now, Lord, our God, You who brought Your people out of the land of Egypt with a
mighty hand and made a name for Yourself, as it is this day—we have sinned, we have been
wicked. 16 Lord, in accordance with all Your righteous acts, let now Your anger and Your
wrath turn away from Your city Jerusalem, Your holy mountain; for because of our sins and
the wrongdoings of our fathers, Jerusalem and Your people have become an object of
taunting to all those around us. 17 So now, our God, listen to the prayer of Your servant and
to his pleas, and for Your sake, Lord, let Your face shine on Your desolate sanctuary. 18 My
God, incline Your ear and hear! Open Your eyes and see our desolations and the city which
is called by Your name; for we are not presenting our pleas before You based on any merits
of our own, but based on Your great compassion. 19 Lord, hear! Lord, forgive! Lord, listen
and take action! For Your own sake, my God, do not delay, because Your city and Your
people are called by Your name.”

Prayer over injustice in the land:

Habakkuk 1:2-4 - How long, Lord, must I call for help, but You do not listen? Or cry out to
You, “Violence!” but You do not save? 3 Why do you make me look at injustice? Why do
You tolerate wrongdoing? Destruction and violence are before me; there is strife, and conflict
abounds. 4 Therefore the law is paralyzed, and justice never prevails. The wicked hem in
the righteous, so that justice is perverted.
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Prayer for God to revive His work and to be merciful:

Habakkuk 3:1-2 - A prayer of Habakkuk the prophet, according to Shigionoth. 2 “Lord, |
have heard the report about You, and | was afraid. Lord, revive Your work in the midst of the
years, In the midst of the years make it known. In anger remember mercy.”

Prayer of trust when God works in ways we don’t understand:

Habakkuk 3:17-19 - Even if the fig tree does not blossom, And there is no fruit on the vines,
If the yield of the olive fails, And the fields produce no food, Even if the flock disappears from
the fold, And there are no cattle in the stalls, 18 Yet | will triumph in the Lord, | will rejoice in
the God of my salvation. 19 The Lord God is my strength, and He has made my feet like
deer’s feet, and has me walk on my high places.

NEW TESTAMENT
A Model Prayer:

Matthew 6:7-13 - “And when you are praying, do not use thoughtless repetition as the
Gentiles do, for they think that they will be heard because of their many words. 8 So do not
be like them; for your Father knows what you need before you ask Him. 9 “Pray, then, in this
way: ‘Our Father, who is in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. 10 Your kihngdom come. Your
will be done, On earth as it is in heaven. 11 Give us this day our daily bread. 12 And forgive
us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. 13 And do not lead us into temptation,
but deliver us from evil.’

Prayer for cleansing:

Matthew 8:1-3 - When Jesus came down from the mountain, large crowds followed

Him. 2 And a man with leprosy came to Him and bowed down before Him, and said, “Lord, if
You are willing, You can make me clean.” 3 Jesus reached out with His hand and touched
him, saying, “I am willing; be cleansed.”

Prayer of faith:

Matthew 8:5-13 - 5 And when Jesus entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, begging
Him, 6 and saying, “Lord, my servant is lying paralyzed at home, terribly tormented.” 7 Jesus
said to him, “I will come and heal him.” 8 But the centurion replied, “Lord, | am not worthy for
You to come under my roof, but just say the word, and my servant will be healed. 9 For | also
am a man under authority, with soldiers under me; and | say to this one, ‘Go!” and he goes,
and to another, ‘Come!” and he comes, and to my slave, ‘Do this!” and he does it.” 10 Now
when Jesus heard this, He was amazed and said to those who were following, “Truly | say to
you, | have not found such great faith with anyone in Israel. 11 And | say to you that many will
come from east and west, and recline at the table with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the
kingdom of heaven; 12 but the sons of the kingdom will be thrown out into the outer
darkness; in that place there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” 13 And Jesus said to the
centurion, “Go; it shall be done for you as you have believed.” And the servant was healed at
that very moment.
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Prayer in desperate circumstances:

Matthew 8:23-27 - When He got into the boat, His disciples followed Him. 24 And behold,
a violent storm developed on the sea, so that the boat was being covered by the waves;
but Jesus Himself was asleep. 25 And they came to Him and woke Him, saying, “Save us,
Lord; we are perishing!” 26 He said to them, “Why are you afraid, you men of little

faith?” Then He got up and rebuked the winds and the sea, and it became perfectly

calm. 27 The men were amazed, and said, “What kind of a man is this, that even the winds
and the sea obey Him?”

Prayer for workers in God’s harvest field:

Matthew 9:36-38 - When He [Jesus] saw the crowds, He had compassion on them, because
they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. 37 Then He said to His
disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. 38 Ask the Lord of the harvest,
therefore, to send out workers into His harvest field.”

Prayer when the storms of life threaten to overcome us:

Matthew 14:28-31 - Peter responded and said to Him, “Lord, if it is You, command me to
come to You on the water.” 29 And He said, “Come!” And Peter got out of the boat and
walked on the water, and came toward Jesus. 30 But seeing the wind, he became frightened,
and when he began to sink, he cried out, saying, “Lord, save me!” 31 Immediately Jesus
reached out with His hand and took hold of him, and said to him, “You of little faith, why did
you doubt?”

Persistent prayer for eyes to be opened:

Matthew 20:29-34 - As they were leaving Jericho, a large crowd followed Him. 30 And two
people who were blind, sitting by the road, hearing that Jesus was passing by, cried out,
“Lord, have mercy on us, Son of David!” 31 But the crowd sternly warned them to be quiet;
yet they cried out all the more, “Lord, Son of David, have mercy on us!” 32 And Jesus
stopped and called them, and said, “What do you want Me to do for you?” 33 They said to
Him, “Lord, we want our eyes to be opened.” 34 Moved with compassion, Jesus touched their
eyes; and immediately they regained their sight and followed Him.

Prayer of submission and obedience:

Matthew 26:39 - Going a little farther, He [Jesus] fell with His face to the ground and prayed,
“‘My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me. Yet not as | will, but as You will.”
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Prayer glorifying God:

Luke 1:46-55 - And Mary said: “My soul glorifies the Lord 47 and my spirit rejoices in God
my Savior, 48 for He has been mindful of the humble state of His servant. From now on all
generations will call me blessed, 49 for the Mighty One has done great things for me - holy
is His name. 50 His mercy extends to those who fear Him, from generation to generation. 51
He has performed mighty deeds with His arm; He has scattered those who are proud in their
inmost thoughts. 52 He has brought down rulers from their thrones but has lifted up the
humble. 53 He has filled the hungry with good things but has sent the rich away empty. 54
He has helped His servant Israel, remembering to be merciful 55 to Abraham and His
descendants forever, just as He promised our ancestors.”

Prayer of pride and Prayer of humility:

Luke 18:9-14 - Now He also told this parable to some people who trusted in themselves that
they were righteous, and viewed others with contempt: 10 “Two men went up into the temple
to pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax collector. 11 The Pharisee stood

and began praying this in regard to himself: ‘God, | thank You that | am not like other people:
swindlers, crooked, adulterers, or even like this tax collector. 12 | fast twice a week; | pay
tithes of all that | get.” 13 But the tax collector, standing some distance away, was even
unwilling to raise his eyes toward heaven, but was beating his chest, saying, ‘God,

be merciful to me, the sinner!’” 14 | tell you, this man went to his house justified rather than the
other one; for everyone who exalts himself will be humbled, but the one who humbles himself
will be exalted.”

Prayer for God to forgive those who hurt you:

Luke 23:34 - But Jesus was saying, “Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they
are doing.”

Prayer for the believer:

Luke 23:42 - And he was saying, “Jesus, remember me when You come into Your
kingdom!”

Prayer for the new believer:
John 9:35-38 - Jesus heard that they had put him out, and upon finding him, He said, “Do
you believe in the Son of Man?” 36 He answered by saying, “And who is He, Sir, that | may

believe in HIm?” 37 Jesus said to him, “You have both seen Him, and He is the one who is
talking with you.” 38 And he said, “l believe, Lord.” And he worshiped Him.
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Prayer for confidence to tell others about Jesus:

Acts 4:23-31 - When they had been released, they went to their own companions and
reported everything that the chief priests and the elders had said to them. 24 And when they
heard this, they raised their voices to God with one mind and said, “Lord, it is You who made
the heaven and the earth and the sea, and everything that is in them, 25 who by the Holy
Spirit, through the mouth of our father David Your servant, said, ‘Why were the nations
insolent, And the peoples plotting in vain? 26 The kings of the earth took their stand, And the
rulers were gathered together Against the Lord and against His Christ.” 27 For truly in this
city there were gathered together against Your holy servant Jesus, whom You anointed,
both Herod and Pontius Pilate, along with the Gentiles and the peoples of Israel, 28 to do
whatever Your hand and purpose predestined to occur. 29 And now, Lord, look at their
threats, and grant it to Your bond-servants to speak Your word with all confidence, 30 while
You extend Your hand to heal, and signs and wonders take place through the name of Your
holy servant Jesus.” 31 And when they had prayed, the place where they had gathered
together was shaken, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak the
word of God with boldness.

Prayer of praise acknowledging God’s greatness:

Romans 11:33-36 - Oh, the depth of the riches, both of the wisdom and knowledge of

God! How unsearchable are His judgments and unfathomable His ways! 34 For who has
known the mind of the Lord, or who became His counselor?

36 For from Him, and through Him, and to Him are all
things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen.

Prayer for unity:

Romans 15:5-6 - May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of
unity among yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus, so that with one heart and mouth you
may glorify the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Prayer for joy, peace, and hope:

Romans 15:13 - May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so
that you may overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit.

Prayer for God to be glorified:

Romans 16:25-27 - Now to Him who is able to establish you according to my gospel and the
preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery which has been kept

10 Create in me a pure
heart, O God, and renew a steadfast spirit within me. 11 Do not cast me from Your presence
or take your Holy Spirit from me. 12 Restore to me the joy of Your salvation and grant me a
willing spirit, to sustain me. 13 Then | will teach transgressors Your ways, so that sinners will
turn back to You. 14 Deliver me from the guilt of bloodshed, O God, You who are God my
Savior, and my tongue will sing of Your righteousness.
