Subject: Objection to tree cutting (4522 for IMS & 408 at Post Office compound)

Ref- Public Notice Advt. No. 58/PR (dated 29/05/2021)

Respected Sir,

I under signed, (________________________) object and oppose the felling/cutting of the proposed 4522 & 408 trees for the IMS project at Ajni and also the Post office compound. I have visited the premises and some of my points for opposing are given below. Firstly I would like to put in writing my protest of timing of this public notice seeking objections in person within 7 days in pandemic and lockdown situation. No email id was provided in notice.

My points of Objection:
1) Huge loss of free oxygen producing sources for the humans would result due to these cuttings. In the pandemic many citizens have spent thousands of their hard-earned money to buy oxygen in cylinders. Hon. Supreme Court had also framed guidelines about value of oxygen given by trees. It is requested that same values be prepared for public to know regarding these trees which are proposed to be cut.
2) Land does not belong to NHAI. Then how can NMC grant them permission based on their application?
3) NHAI is giving details of tree cuttings in parts only (i.e. 4522 trees in IMS phase-1). Why number of total trees count for all phases of construction is not shown? NMC is kept in dark about this fact. No environment clearance is taken. No Environment Impact Assessment is done.
4) Around 56 species of trees variety are proposed to be cut. Will compensatory plantation plant this type of bio-diverse species?
5) These trees not only give free oxygen but also clean the polluted air and hold soil.
6) In 2019 RCC of ISRO has given a report stating that over 30% of green cover (one third in area) was lost in past few decades in Nagpur. This is alarming and cutting of such huge number of trees will lead to more reduction in green cover.
7) IMS project is a luxury project which can be relocated but trees cannot be transplanted as all past experiences were failures.
8) Compensatory plantation of executing agencies is also mostly on paper and unsuccessful. If need be undersigned can provide proof. Therefor any number of compensatory plantation cannot replace cut trees which are many years old.
9) These trees are habitat for many birds and control the micro climate. Cutting them would destroy homes of birds, insects which are pollinating agents as well as essential parts of biodiversity. 

Above points and realization that such kind of ‘infrastructural development’ at taxpayers cost depriving those of cost of life (basic air and water) compel me to raise strong objections against such perpetrators of mass scale destruction in a city like Nagpur.
