· Must not be related by birth or marriage to any active CWIL member
· Must be a full-time student accepted to or currently enrolled in a technical school
· Must have participated in community activities, i.e., clubs, organizations, church, or volunteer work

Your application packet must include:
· A completed application including signature 
· A completed and signed Release of Information Form 
· Proof of enrollment into a career/technical school (acceptance letter or current class schedule).
· An official transcript with a school seal and signed by a school official from your high school or career/technical school (whichever was attended last). 
· Two letters of recommendation signed and mailed directly to the address listed below.
· One letter must be from an official at the high school or career or technical college currently attending.
· One letter must be from an employer, volunteer supervisor or religious/civic leader.
THE LETTERS OF RECOMMENDATION CANNOT BE FROM FAMILY MEMBERS
· An essay with a maximum of 500 words: “How do you anticipate using your degree to impact the African American community?”  The essay must be computer generated in size 12 Arial font double spaced.
· Confirmation of present enrollment of acceptance into a career, technical or vocational school.
