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Associate Pastor Update: The voters, on April 19, recommended to President Snow our desire for an
associate pastor with good preaching and teaching skills, along with the personal qualities of people
skills, patience and tact. These qualities come directly from the survey results. In addition, the voters
stressed to President Snow that we are looking for a younger man, hopefully with a young family, that
will serve our children and youth ministries, and establish a young adult/young family ministry. In due
time, he will move into the senior pastor role as Pastor Emery reduces his responsibility to elder care
in a parttime position. Our goal is to have this transition made no later than June 1, 2027.

The Youth Retreat was a great success! Director of Christian Education (DCE) Daniel Meyer of Peace
Lutheran Church in Grand Island led our topic, "The Road,” based on the story of Jesus meeting the
men on the road to Emmaus after Easter. He led the kids in discussions about the road each of us is
on, and how Jesus walks with us, even today! We had 23 youth from Davenport, Tobias and Grace (10
students) and 5 adult chaperones.
