He graduated from the Federal Bureau of Investigation
Academy in Quantico, Virginia, the National Sheriff”s Institute in Los Angeles, the Louisiana
State University Law Enforcement Institute in Baton Rouge, and the Interrogation School of
the University of Oklahoma in Norman, Oklahoma; and
