Questions for the Shoe Game

This can be a fun and lively addition to the early part of your reception, either before dinner or before
dancing. Here's how it works...

The bride and groom sit in chairs that are placed back to back. So they cant look at one another. Both
take off their shoes before the game begins, and each gives one of them to the other person. The game
begins with an emcee or announcer asking the first question. The groom and the bride then decides
which person fits the answer.
