Competition Schedule

« The final round competition schedule will be emailed to
participants/parents.

« Participants must adhere to the competition schedule.

Application Acknowledgement
« By submitting the application to the IDYP2026 event, participants
automatically acknowledge, accept, and agree to abide by the event’s terms,
conditions, and rules.

Live-Audition Reporting
« All participants must report to the registration desk 30 minutes prior to their
assigned performance time.

Dress Code
