Reserveaspotas theyare
filling up fast. We also recommend thatyou lock yourkayaks to the rack. Enterand exitthe lake with
your kayaks on the righthand side, past the ropes. Do not take kayaks over the ropesandfloats.

CLEAN UP DAY will be Saturday, Apri 23rd at 11:00 AM. Many hands make light work! Please bring your
own gloves as there is usually a lot of trash in the rocks along the shore that we mustclean up. Rain
date will be Saturday, May 7th at 11:AM. We also need4 or 5 strong men to put the stepsin the water
and resetthe lifeguard stand back on the concrete for the summer.
