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Buy Local.  We’ve all heard it before.
Hawaii supports it’s own, and is proud to call
things their own.  But you better make sure
you tick all the boxes if you’re going to say
something is made in Hawaii. Just ask Kona
Brewing Co, who is expected to pay around
$4.7 million in partial refunds for ‘deceiving’
customers that all their beers were made in
Hawaii. Kona Brewing does in fact produce
12,000 barrels in Kona, but its bottled and
canned beers, as well as its mainland draft, is
brewed at breweries across the mainland US.
To be perfectly fair, Kona Brewing actually
does state that in several places, but, you
know how litigious a society we seem to be
these days, so once some guy decided to file
suit, and a federal class-action suit was
certified, Kona Brewing decided to enter
mediation and reached an agreement in
principle without admitting fault. Really, why
drag it on?  

That may be a rather extreme example, but
it highlights something the State of Hawaii
take pretty darn seriously. Protecting products
that are actually made in Hawaii.  Years ago,
they created the ‘Made in Hawaii with Aloha’

(MIHA) branding program.  The program was
established to protect the integrity and value
of authentic Hawaii branded products.   It
helps identify those products that are actually
made in Hawaii, from those products that
really aren’t. Consumers can trust any product
that has the MIHA label on it is from the
Islands, and that is a great thing.  Let’s face it
– products made in Hawaii are special. They
should be cherished, sought and celebrated.
Fortunately, for you and your guests, the
Made in Hawaii Festival has been celebrating
their love for everything local for a quarter of
a century – and you and all your friends are
invited!

The Hawaii Food Industry Association
(HFIA) produces the festival to support these
locally produced items, so when you see the
special “Made in Hawaii” label on your item,
you know you can trust it.  In order for a
product to receive that label it must (by state
law) be at least fifty-one percent produced in
the state of Hawaii, which ensures that
everything you find at this festival, is
authentically local. Even more importantly,

Duke Kahanamoku, arguably one of the
greatest watermen who ever lived, would
have been 129 on August 24th if he still lived
today.  To celebrate Duke’s life, his athletic
contributions and his spirit that continues to
live on, the 18th annual Duke’s OceanFest will
be held the week of his birthday at venue sites
throughout Waikiki from August 17-25,
featuring a variety of ocean sports that were
close to Duke's heart, including surfing,
paddleboard racing, swimming, volleyball,
and more.

By now you all should really have Duke’s
history committed to memory.  He is after all
one of Hawaii’s most revered residents of all
time, and literally help put Hawaii on the map.
At the age of 21 he broke 3 freestyle world
records in his first swimming races, followed
by his first Olympic gold medal (with yet
another world record), then went on to
represent the United States in the Olympics
for 20 years, winning not only medals, but, the
hearts of people all over the world. 

Duke was a star athlete, earning a total of 6
Olympic medals, 3 gold, 2 silver, and a bronze
in water polo (he was an alternate on the 1932
team). If that wasn’t enough, his honors go on
and on. He is the single-most influential

in their stilettos.  For you theatre geeks out
there, you know that moment in The King and
I when all the king’s wives get spooked when
they see an English man with whiskers while
wearing European dresses for the first time
and pull up their skirts running a way in terror
without any petty coats underneath?

After I get my Phantom fix, I’m heading
over to the HONOLULU MUSEUM OF ART to
check out this new exhibit called Something
Borrowed, Something Blue: Monochromatic
Prints in 20th-Century Japan.   I know the title

doesn’t sound sexy,
but the prints are just
stunning.   Blue wasn’t
the easiest color to
come by before the
19th century in Japan.
Artists used organic
pigment like indigo
and dayflower to
produce blue.   Then
in the 1820s Prussian
Blue or Ferric
Ferrocynanide, as it is
known in scientific

circles such as the characters in The Big Bang
Theory,  was introduced to Japan.  So, with
this new more resilient, synthetic blue,
Japanese artists went crazy and created such
mesmerizing works as The Great Wave off
Kanagawa by Katsushika Hokusai and Starlit
Night, Miyajima by Kawase Hasui pictured
above, which is my favorite in the collection.
The exhibit runs through September 15th.
Don’t forget the museum is open Tuesdays
through Sundays from 10 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.

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person in promoting surfing worldwide; he
rode a wave for what is thought to be longest
ride in history at the time; a champion canoe
paddler and steersman, conducted a heroic
rescue pulling 8 men out of heavy seas in
California. That “superhuman rescue act” led
to lifeguards using surfboards in their water
rescues; he was a successful actor appearing
in nearly 20 films, he was the sheriff of
Honolulu for nearly 30 years, become the first
person to be inducted into both the
Swimming and Surfing Halls of Fame; was
posthumously inducted into the U.S. Olympic
Hall of Fame, has statues in Hawaii and
Australia, a surf festival named in his honor in
France and his name is inscribed on the
Huntington Beach Surfer Walk of Fame.  He
even has his own commemorative stamp.
Duke travelled the globe throughout his
lifetime, bringing with him extraordinary
athletic skills and an overall presence that
inspired and amazed, while inviting others to
experience some of the aloha Hawaii has to
offer. He was such an Ambassador of Aloha, it
no wonder he is honored so often and so
prolifically.

Ingredients:
3 medium summer squash
1cup crushed marcona almonds
good extra virgin olive oil

1 piece parmesan to grate
1 lemon
salt & pepper to taste

Directions:
1. Lightly toast almonds in a dry pan over medium-low heat for 3 minutes. Immediately season with a 

pinch of salt. Set aside and cool.

2. Shave summer squash lengthwise on a mandolin 1/16th inch thick. The squash should be thin 
enough to easily fold but thick enough to hold its shape.

3. Lay almonds between two pieces of parchment paper and gently crush with a heavy rolling pin or 
pan.

4. Place squash in a mixing bowl. Season with salt, pepper, lemon juice an extra virgin olive oil. Gently 
toss to keep the squash intact. 

5. Gently fold in crushed almonds and grated parmesan and serve & enjoy.

AUGUST CALENDAR OF EVENTS
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Beer has been around for thousands and
thousands of years. Literally. Did you know
that beer is one of the oldest drinks known
produced by humans? Beer was recorded in
the written history of ancient Egypt and
Mesopotamia, dating back to at least the 5th
millennium BC.  It seems chemical tests of
ancient pottery jars reveal that beer was
produced as far back as about 7,000 years
ago in what is today Iran. This discovery
reveals one of the earliest known uses of
fermentation and is the earliest evidence of
brewing to date. The list goes on. In
Mesopotamia, the oldest evidence of beer is
believed to be a 6,000-year-old Sumerian
tablet depicting people consuming a drink
through reed straws from a communal bowl.
In China, residue on pottery dating from
around 5,000 years ago shows beer was
brewed using barley and other grains. A
3,900-year-old poem honoring Ninkasi, the
patron goddess of brewing, contains the
oldest surviving beer recipe, describing the
production of beer from barley via bread. 

Fast-forward a few thousand years. Turns
out George Washington kept a notebook
during the French and Indian War in the
1700’s, that can be found in the new York
Public Library, and on the back page was a
recipe for “small beer,” referring to lower-
quality, lower-alcohol brews typically drunk by
paid servants. His recipe included three
gallons of molasses. Perhaps that was the
beginning of the craft beer craze.  Fortunately,
in the hundreds of years since then, the craft
beer recipes have become more refined.

People love to drink beer.  Case in point,
6.3 million people from 67 different nations
attended Oktoberfest in Germany last year,
and drank a record-setting 7.5 million liters of
beer in 16 days.  That’s nearly a half a million
liters of beer a day! 

While they won’t come close to touching
that record, the Hilton Hawaiian Village will be
hosting the 5th annual Great Waikiki Beer
Festival on Saturday, August 24th.

I like
being the insider in the know.
