Head over and watch of course! On February 6th,
Pow! Wow! Hawaii brings its art and music festival
back to the island for the 6th time, and this time
promises to be bigger and better than ever before,
incluising closing out with a huge concert and
party..

This unique event offers a full week of creativity
provided by the nearly 100 artists, musicians, and
photographers from around the world, that have
all gathered together and feeding off of each other,
create a party-like atmosphere of artistic
innovation, and giving us a colorful backdrop as
they use the once drab, grey, dilapidated sides of
buildings in the Kaka’ako area as their canvas. It’s
a weeklong event of gallery shows, lectures, art and
music workshops, mural projects, concerts and live
art installations.

Based off an event originally begun in Hong
Kong, local award-winning artist, Jasper Wong, the
man behind behind that red floral “wrap” of the
DFS store as they rebranded to “T Galleries”
gathered some of his artist friends together and
brought the concept to Hawaii in 2010. Since
then, the Hawaii event has grown and other artists
have done the same in their communities so that
this festival now takes places round the world,
including Germany, Taiwan, Israel, Guam and
more.

According to organizer Jasper Wong, “We are

Pick your favorite and
give them a call, because they’re all booking up
pretty quickly. Pick your favorite and make your
reservration now.

But what about those big spenders? The ones
that really want to go over the top? Well we have
plenty for them as well. Get up in the air. Take a
helicopter ride, wither on Oahu or swing over to
an outer island for a quick tour. Not enough? You
can always jump out of a plane, or go holoholo for
the weekend. I will never forget my trip to
Kalaupapa on Makani Kai Air. Perhaps it’s not the
most romantic thing to do, but it certainly gives
you an undeniable appreciation for what you have.
It will cost you $315 head to fly over and back for

But to really go all out, head over to the Island
of Lanai. After being completely closed for the last
several months, the Four Seasons Resort Lanai is
finally reopening on February 1st and the already
gorgeous resort has now been “re-imagined,” as
they put it, and is expected to be better than
before, but that’s hard to believe.

After the
presentation, Oriol will present a photo exhibition
documenting his travels in Hawaii until 10 p.m.

Saturday night, February 13th, the festival
comes to a close with a special concert and after
party. Makers and Tasters will play host to the
“Stranded in Paradise” Concert featuring The
Green, DJ Babu and Rakaa Iriscience of Dilated
Peoples, Eli Mac, Taimane, Cipha Sounds and
more. The food trucks will be open; there will be
break dancing competitions, a Secret Walls art
battle and more. The party starts at 4 p.m. and
tickets are only $25 if you buy them in advance,
but will cost you $30 at the door. VIP admission
will set you back $75, but with it you will get
express entry, and your own VIP Bar and Section to
watch the show. The party continues after the
show with Cipha Sounds playing at Addiction.

Chef’s Corner

What is your first childhood food memory?
Eating steamed eggs and Chinese sausage with rice
prepared by my Grandma Wong in her kitchen in Liliha.

When did you decide you wanted to be a chef?
I wanted to be in the industry since high school but it
wasn’t until about 10 years ago that I really set my sights
on being a chef when I left Hawai‘i.

What was your first job in the industry?
Making pizza at Chucky Cheese. At that time, if you
wanted to get into a kitchen not a whole lot of restaurants
would accept you without any experience, so I was able
to get into a kitchen and learn the basics. Shortly after
that I enrolled at Leeward Community College and took
a job plating food and washing dishes on the Star of
Honolulu.

What drew you to pastry?
I was a pantry and line cook at Ko‘olau Catering Partners.
I worked my way up to assistant to the Executive Pastry
Chef, Frances Pons (who is now the owner of Sugar Rush
by Frances in Kalihi). It was during this time that I found
my true passion in the area of pastry arts. When Pons
departed, I became head of the department.

Can you remember one of your first major culinary fails?
I was in a food service class in high school and the school
sent us over to the Big Island for a Sam Choy competition.
One of my tasks was to bake a Boston Cream Pie. I put
everything together in the pan, put it in the oven and after
the desired time the cakes still looked the same, so I
reread the directions and realized that I FORGOT THE
EGGS!!! Needless to say, I didn’t win.

What was foremost in your mind when tasked with
introducing Magnolia Bakery to the island?
From the bakery side, it was staying true to the Magnolia
Bakery style and theme. We needed to make sure the
bakery goods served in Hawai‘i would be exactly the same

as those you would find in the New York City stores. In
addition, we had the task of introducing a new café menu
to Hawai‘i. It was a joy helping to fine tune our ‘nolia pies
and skillet dishes as part of our breakfast all day concept.

Favorite ingredient you like to work with and why?
That’s simple, it’s SALT. The correct amount of salt
separates a good dish from a great dish, plus it enhances
the flavor of all the other ingredients.

Best thing about returning to Hawaii to work?
I was able to see my son be born on the islands. I was
gone for ten years, working and studying first in Portland
and in San Francisco then later in Jordan and most
recently in Beirut. Now I am back with my family and the
friends I grew up with, plus I get a raise my own family
here in Hawai‘i. I never thought that would happen. I am
very grateful to Magnolia Bakery.

Name your favorite restaurant in town you like to go to
when not working?
Alicia’s Market, even though it’s not a sit down restaurant,
it’s the place I frequent. It’s located on Mokauea Street in
Kalihi. They have the essentials…raw fish, roast meats…
Who could ask for anything more!

What’s your favorite midnight snack?
Pulehu Tako from Tamura’s but it’s close to $40 a pound,
so I would have to say popcorn and kakimochi.

What would we find in your fridge?
Milk, water and IPA!

What do you like to do most on your days off?
I take the family to the beach at Ko‘olina because it close
to where I live and it’s kid friendly.

Is there any other information about yourself that you
want to share with our readers?
In my spare time I play ‘ukulele and sing Hawaiian songs
with my neighbors on the lanai.

Magnolia Café’s Executive Chef Jonas Low
Jonas was hired by renowned Chef Gary Danko in San Francisco after graduating culinary school
and soon thereafter, was chosen to be trained by Danko himself, eventually becoming his Lead Pastry
Chef. While there, he met his wife, who is of Middle Eastern descent and left to travel the region.
While working at the IVY restaurant in Jordan he was recruited by Magnolia Bakery to be the Executive
Pastry Chef for their Beirut-Lebanon which has now led to his return to his childhood home.

Ingredients:
2 1/2 cups all-purpose flour
1/2 teaspoon baking powder
1/2 teaspoon fine salt
1 1/2 cups sugar + more for rolling
2 sticks (1 cup) unsalted butter at room temperature
1 teaspoon pure vanilla extract
1 large egg

Total Time: 1 hr 35 min Prep: 25 min
Yields about 30 cookies

Chewy Sugar Cookies
Unfortunately, we couldn’t get a recipe from Magnolia Bakery in time, so in the spirit of the world famous bakery, we are

printing a Sugar Cookie recipe below from the Food Network to share.

Directions: Position oven racks in the top and bottom thirds of the oven and preheat to 375°. Line 2
baking sheets with parchment paper. Whisk together the flour, baking powder and salt in a small bowl.
Beat the sugar and butter with an electric mixer on medium-high speed in a large bowl until light and fluffy,
about 4 minutes. Add the vanilla and egg and beat to incorporate. Add the flour mixture in 2 batches and
beat on medium-low speed until incorporated. Put some sugar in a small bowl. Scoop heaping
tablespoonfuls of the batter, roll them into balls and coat in the sugar. Arrange the balls on the prepared
baking sheets about 2 inches apart. (There will be additional batter for a second batch. Bake until the
bottoms and edges are barely golden brown, 12 to 14 minutes. Let the cookies cool for a few minutes on
the baking sheets, then transfer them to a wire rack to cool completely. When the baking sheets are cool,
repeat with the remaining batter. The cookies can be stored in an airtight container for up to 3 days.

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Chinese New Year is
an important centuries-
old tradition that is
widely celebrated in the
Islands We take our
Chinese New Year
Celebrations very seriously here. This year, the
start of the New Year falls on Monday, February 8,
and will see the Goat giving way to the Year of the
Monkey, the ninth animal of the 12 Chinese zodiac
signs. During this important celebration in the
Asian culture, it is traditional to wear red, meant to
ward off evil spirits. Lai See, are small red and gold
envelopes containing money are frequently seen
throughout the celebration. Lai see symbolizes
wealth, so to give them to those around you means
that you’re wishing them good fortune and
prosperity in the year to come. Remember, if you
do give them out, to never use coins and that it is
customary for the bills to be brand new printed
money. Everything regarding the New Year has to
be new in order to have good luck and fortune,
and should be an even number. It's also important
to know to never put any amount with the number
4 in it, as that is considered bad luck

There will be no shortage of opportunities to get
into the spirit of things as the sound of the beating
drums will be prevalent around town most of the
day. Obviously Chinatown will be in all its glory
during this time and streets will be shut down on
February 5th beginning at 5:30 p.m. as lion
dancers visit different businesses and firecrackers
make up the Chinatown Open House in between
Bethel and River Street. During 5-10 p.m.,
celebrations will also be going on Friday night at
the Chinatown Cultural Plaza and again on
Saturday morning from 9 – 10 a.m.

Kung Hee Fat Choy

Oh boy have they ever! They took a while to
get active over here on Oahu, but I have had a
whale sighting every time I’ve hit the water since
New Years Eve. February is prime viewing time to
make sure your you, and your guests get a chance
to see the gentle ocean giants before they swim
away on their return trip to Alaska. From Novem-
ber to May, the warm, shallow waters around
Hawaii are ideal for whales to mate and give birth
which is why these peaceful mammals return year
after year. When summer comes, they return to the
cool, plankton-rich ocean off the coast of Alaska
to stuff themselves before they have to trek south
again. Humpbacks live between forty and sixty
years so it’s almost like visiting with old friends
when they come back to visit each winter.

Weighing in at a massive 25 to 40 tons, hump-
backs are the fifth largest species of whale, growing
up to 50 feet long. Calves born in the islands are
12 to 15 feet at birth and weigh in around a hefty
3,000 pounds. They are easy to identify by their
distinctive gray or black coloring contrasting with

the white underbelly and underside of their pec-
toral fins and fluke (tail). The white pattern on the
bottom of the fluke is unique to each humpback
and can be used to identify individuals just like a
finger print. These markings can often be spotted
when they breach. Though the whales get close
enough to be seen from shore, the best way to get
a great view of their playful jumps and tail-
slapping is to get out in the water alongside them.
Luckily there are plenty of companies out there
offering a wide variety of sails around the island.
Some companies even lower a microphone into
the water to hear the their famous whale song.

Whatever mode your guests choose get out and
see our annual cetacean tourists, make sure they
go now before the whales bid us aloha until next
winter. It’s easy to take these creatures for granted,
but their visit is a rare treat and a great excuse to
relax and watch the water for a while. For more
information on humpbacks to share with your
guests, visit the Hawaii Whale Research
Foundation at hwrf.org.
