Haleiwa Arts Festival

What can be better than spending a
day on the North Shore, listening to live
music and perusing dozens and dozens
of vendor booths featuring the works of
local artists.  The 23rd Annual Summer
Arts Festival will be held this year on July
16 and 17 at Haleiwa Beach Park.

Over 100 visual artists in different
mediums will have their works on display
giving attendees the opportunity to buy
direct from the artist.  This is a juried craft
show, which means each artist had to
pass strict criteria of having handmade/
created elements to their work before
being accepted.  Juried events are great
for attendees as well, because this means
organizers have only selected the artists
that they believe will be the best fit for
the event.  

The Haleiwa Arts Festival is a two-day
fine arts and crafts festival. Only artists
displaying their own work are eligible to
participate.  Vendors will include artists
demonstrating their artistic styles and
techniques throughout the day,
showcasing original works and limited
editions of fine art in all media, including
ceramics, fiber, glass, jewelry, painting,
photography, printmaking, sculpture,
wood, and mixed media. Aside from

being a fun-filled day on Oahu’s North
Shore, the festival looks to promote
education and public awareness of arts
and culture, with emphasis on
participation, for the betterment of the
community.  

The festival will be keeping people
entertained both days all day long. Enjoy
a full day of live music and performances
on the stage. In the Art of Relaxation tent
attendees can find a place to check in
with wellness specialists.

A tent will be set up for the keiki with
plenty of art projects for them to get their
hands on, and a community outreach
area showcasing neighboring non-profits
and community resources.  

The Haleiwa Arts Festival is working
hard to be a green event. All vendors will
use eco-friendly materials and there will
not be any single use plastic water
served, so bring those hydro flasks.
Offering something for everyone in the
family to enjoy, this is a family-friendly
free event, depending on what you buy
from all those amazing artists that is.  10
a.m.

My
name is John Titchen, and I am the Chief
of Ocean Safety for the City & County of
Honolulu.  On behalf of the City's
lifeguards, I'd like to offer an update on
our service and some advice on how you
can continue to help.

Statistics from experts in your industry,
state, and county government tourism
managers and academics at the
University of Hawai'i tell us that visitors
come here for the beach. After brief and
harried interactions with rental car
company employees at the airport, you
are sometimes the first local people
visitors encounter, and we all know you
are the ones they turn to for directions.
Naturally, they will ask you where to go,
what to see, and how to get there, and
hopefully, you can tell them what to look
out for at the same time.

O'ahu's 227 miles of coastline offer
jaw-dropping views and some amazing
experiences. Education is truly the best
tool we have as Guards to keep people
safe. Did you know we actually size
people up as they arrive, assessing what
they're wearing and what equipment
they've brought to the beach and decide
what their liklihood of getting in trouble
will be? For example, a family of four hits
the road at 9 or 10 a.m. and heads for
Hanauma Bay. Without reservations,
they're forced to keep driving, and the
next beach they come to is Sandy Beach,
one of the deadliest spots on our islands.

One of the City’s two-person rescue jet ski teams
patrolling the waters off Waikīkī

Lifeguards see this family of four arrive
every day with no fins, wearing shorts and
swimsuits with elastic bands better suited
for pools and trying to enter the water in
the wrong place. We all know what can
happen then, so we keep a closer eye on
that family knowing they probably don’t
know anything about the beach they
stumbled upon, and perhaps even
approach them and give them advance
warning.

The City & County of Honolulu Ocean
Safety Division features 260 uniformed
Lifeguards (by the way, we're looking for
a few more and all the recruitment info is
on our website), 41 towers and 24 mobile
units. We are part of the City's 911
system, along with Police, Fire, and EMS.
We are the ones dispatched for calls for
help on the beaches and in the near-
shore waters of the entire island. We are
the experts for all near-shore rescues,
and, our legal mandate per the City
Charter are emergencies on the beaches
or in the near shore waters of O'ahu, out
to one statute mile. 

Ocean Safety partners every day with
the U.S. Coast Guard, the Honolulu
Police Department, the Honolulu Fire

or black
shorts or
yellow
or red
shirt.

• If they
are
intent on
visiting a
place for the
first time and only have
the info from social media (for
example, Spitting Caves, Mermaid
Cave, Ke Iki, Shark's Cove, or even
Lanikai), recommend they do a little
more research online before they go
so they can understand risks and
hazards, cultural significance, or even
something as simple as how to get
in if they fall off rocks or cliffs or the
shoreline;

• Recommend they check that their
cell phones work as soon as they get
someplace new;

• Suggest they simply take a few
minutes to assess the conditions
before they charge in:

• See where local folks are entering
and exiting the water?

• Where is the nearest place for
help?

• Do they see others with equipment
(fins, board, mask, etc.) that they do
not have?

Mahalo, for all you do in keeping these
folks safe. We appreciate your keeping
the economic engine going in our small,
tight-knit community.

Lastly, in the way you do best — with
patience and Aloha. Let them know if
they get into trouble, do not panic.  Swim
away from breaking waves or reefs or
rocks. And, always remember to call us.
We'll do our best to go get them and
make sure they make it back to the hotel
for dinner. Aloha!

Department, and the City's Emergency
Medical Services Division. We respond to
about 40 drownings a year, make, on
average, around 3,000 rescues, and issue
50,000 preventative actions or warnings.
Every beach has its hazards. Obviously,
the North Shore is usually deadlier in
winter when those big swells hit, and the
South Shore gets busy in summer, but
hazards exist year-round. The Leeward
and Windward Coasts can feature south
and north swells throughout the year, as
well as wind swell and the rare hurricane
swell. We try to be prepared for it all.

There are seven towers from the Royal
Hawaiian Hotel to Kaimana Beach,
typically two rescue jet ski teams and two
mobile response teams. On average, our
personnel in Waikiki have been doing
CPR twice a week in 2022. While some
cases are residents, or transients, or drug
addicts on shore, there have also been
an unusually high number of rescues in
the surf at Canoes and Queen's lately.
Perhaps it's because so many of our
visitors the last two years are domestic
and perhaps more willing to jump on a
board or canoe in larger or daunting surf. 

In any case, we truly appreciate the
help you all provide in educating our
visitors on the hazards, so we thought we
might offer a few more tips for you to
share because education is really the
best tool we have in our toolbox.

Lifeguard Tips

• Ask the visitor what kind of
experience they have in open ocean
and shore break;

• Recommend visitors check out
online surf or beach forecast sites
and apps  that draw information
directly from the  National Weather
Service

• Explain tides and trade winds: our
high tides this summer will be much
higher than in past years. Tradewinds
are predominantly from the East
Northeast and explain that visitors
can quickly be blown offshore on
rafts, boards, or other floatation
devices;

• Encourage visitors to ask questions
of City lifeguards – we're the ones in
uniform with the City seal on the red

Ukulele Festival Hawaii Produces its Final Festival
More than 50 years

ago, Roy and Kathy
Sakuma established the
Ukulele Festival Hawaii
to continue their work of
preserving interest in
the ukulele and
spreading the joy of the
'ukulele with children
and the community. In
1970, Roy Sakuma was a
groundskeeper at
Kapiolani Park with
big dreams. He
envisioned putting
on a free concert in
the park to show
the world the
virtuosity of the
ukulele and how it
could play and add to
any song. In July 1971, he did just that,
launching the world's first ukulele festival.
Over the years, it has grown into the
world's largest international ukulele
festival of its kind. However, this month,
the Festival will play its final song after
more than 50 years of bringing together

thousands of people
each year to celebrate
Hawai'i's little instrument
of aloha.

The Festival has played
a significant role in
shaping both Hawai'i's
community and tourism
industry over the years.
Ukulele lovers would
never miss a festival, and

tourists would follow
the sound of the
music, stumbling
onto the event, and
quite often become
fans of the ukulele

themselves. More
than 10,000 people

on average attended the
Festival every year, 25

percent of whom were visitors from out
of state. Although COVID derailed the in-
person event people loved so much, the
Sakuma's quickly pivoted to an online
format to continue their mission of
bringing laughter, love, and hope to
children and adults in Hawaii and

throughout the world through the music
of the ukulele.  

Roy Sakuma is undoubtedly one of the
most influential ukulele teachers on the
island. He opened his first studio in 1974
and has shared his love for the
instrument with thousands of students
since then. Jake Shimabukuro, who
studied there for seven years, is one of
the most famous students to come out of
his studio. Roy and his wife now have four
ukulele studios in Hawaii, entirely staffed
by former students. In his mid-70s,
although he has taken a step back, Roy
has no plans to stop teaching anytime
soon. He still has much more to share
with his students and staff, and teaching
energizes him, so he will continue
teaching as long as possible. 

In 2004, they established a nonprofit
charitable organization to continue their
life's work of preserving interest and
spreading the joy of the ukulele. Through
this organization, they can produce,
promote, and organize free ukulele
festivals, workshops, and college
scholarships and provide ukuleles to
those in need. Roy and Kathy Sakuma say
they will continue to focus on its
charitable purpose.

Kathy Sakuma has said many times
over the years that this tiny, ordinary
instrument has an extraordinary way of
touching people's lives. Hopefully, they
know how much she and Roy have
touched the lives of people around the
world with their work over the past five
decades.

The 52nd Ukulele Festival will be
broadcast on KHNL at 7 p.m. on July
17th. Roy Sakuma wIll be joined by Ohta-
San, Danny Kaleikini, Jake Shimabukuro,
Herb Ohta, Jr., Paula Fuga, Natalie Ai
Kamauu and more.

The Healer Stones of
Kapaemahu explores the past and
contemporary meanings of four large
stones that were placed on Waikīkī Beach
long ago to honor four māhū,
extraordinary individuals of dual male
and female spirit, who brought healing
arts from Tahiti to Hawaii. Although the
stones have survived for centuries, the
story behind them has been suppressed,
and the respected role of māhū erased.

Within the Castle Memorial Building,
visitors will encounter a life-size rendering
of the stones and spirits in the main
gallery, then watch their story unfold in a
captivating, animated film. Guests will
continue from the theater to an
enormous room lined with projection
screens and be immersed in the long
history of the site and its story.
