On December 22, 1871, King
Kamehameha V proclaimed a national
holiday to honor and celebrate his
grandfather and the father of the
Hawaiian Kingdom. Originally, the
people of Hawai'i wanted to mark the
legacy of his birthday, December 11, but
he opted to honor his grandfather,
Kamehameha | instead, and pushed the
holiday as far away from his own birthday
as possible, hence the arbitrary date of
June 11. Less than six months later, the
very first Kamehameha Day celebratation
took place on June 11, 1872. This year
marks the 150th celebration of King
Kamehameha in Hawaii. But, 150 years
later do we all remember why? Let's look
back on the life and time of King
Kamehameha I.

King Kamehameha | was born into
Hawaiian royalty on the island of Hawai'i
between 1748 and 1761. His mother,
Kekuiapoiwa, was the daughter of a Kona
chief. There were reportedly many
prophetic signs that he would be great
leader, including being born around the
time that Hailey's Comet lit up the
Hawaiian night skies in 1758, and the
kahuna predicted he would become the
leader who would unite the islands as
one. Such a significant prophecy
frightened and angered the current Ali‘i

who saw him as a
potential threat and
ordered the baby be
put to death, so he
was hidden away for
years to keep him
safe. It was during
that time that young
Kamehameha

earned his nickname
“The Lonely One.”
To save his life, the
infant was whisked
away to Waipio
Valley where he was
raised in secrecy by
foster parents until
he could safely return
parents in
Kailua-Kona. He
lived there with his parents until his
father's death, then continued to receive
special training from his uncle King
Kalani'opu'u, the ruler of the island of
Hawaii. According to the National Parks
Service website on Kamehemeha, “this
training included skills in games, warfare,
oral history, navigation, religious
ceremonies, and other information
necessary to become an ali'i-'ai-moku (a
district chief). By the time James Cook
arrived in the Islands, Kamehameha had
become a superb warrior who already
carried the scars of a number of political
and physical encounters. The young
warrior Kamehameha was described as a

tall, strong, and physically fearless man

The iconic
landmark is one of the most sought-after
and visited attractions on the island, and
the new reservation system should go a
long way to help to monitor and manage
users to mitigate environmental impacts
to the beloved attraction sustained by
foot traffic, reduce vehicle congestion
both in the park and the surrounding
neighborhood, help improve everyone’s
experience and preserve this landmark
for future generations.

Claude Monet (1840-1926) was a
French painter considered the father of
impressionism. Impressionism is a 19th-
century art movement that s
"characterized by small, thin, yet visible
brush strokes, open composition,
emphasis on accurate depiction of light
in its changing qualities (often
accentuating the effects of the passage
of time), ordinary subject matter, unusual
visual angles, and inclusion of movement
as a crucial element of human perception
and experience." Monet was especially
adept in his attempts to paint nature as
he perceived it. But that desire to paint
things he saw as he perceived them went
against the norms of art at that time.
Impressionists faced harsh opposition
from the conventional art community in
France. It ignored the rules of academic
painting, using freely brushed colors over
lines and contours, and portrayed overall
visual effects instead of details, angering
the established art community of that
time. Eventually, he won the public over,
and they came to believe that the
Impressionists had captured a fresh and
original vision, even though it took some
time for his critics to come around.

Monet's ambition to document the
French countryside led to a method of
painting the same scene many times to
capture the changing of light and the
passing of seasons. One of the best-
known examples of this work is his iconic
Water Lilies series. A project that is said
to have occupied him continuously for
the last 20 years of his life.

In the second half of the 20th century,
Monet's fame and popularity soared
when he became one of the world's most
famous painters and -
a  fountain of
inspiration for
burgeoning artists.

who "moved in an aura of violence.” He
was said to have been so strong that he
could lift the 2.5-ton Naha Stone, a feat
that, according to prophecy, indicated
the man who would unite the Hawaiian
Island. His uncle gave him the training
he needed, including  taking
Kamehameha with him when he went to
meet the famed Cook, giving
Kamehamaha the opportunity to learn
about foreign ships and weapons.

When King Kalaniopuu died in 1782,
his uncle left him the island's war god
while giving his own son Kiwala'o control
over the island, thus setting the stage for
a civil war. It wasn't long before
Kamehameha started challenging
Kiwala'o authority and they began
battling over the island's lands.
Kamehameha battled Kiwala'o and
others for control of the island, and
eventually triumphed in seizing control of
the island. From there, he took his
newfound knowledge of the foreigners
and their weapons, making allies with a
few of them and building a strong army.
He then used his relationships to build
up an armory of Western weapons and
over time, he and his army were able to
use their superior firepower to take
charge of most of the Hawaiian Islands.
By 1810, Kamehameha had become ruler
of all the Hawaiian Islands, becoming the
founder and first ruler of the Kingdom of
Hawaii, bringing peace to the land and
justice to his people.

Kamehameha's unification of Hawaii
was significant not only because it was an
incredible feat, but also because under

separate rule, the Islands may have been
torn apart by competing western
interests. Despite being an autocratic
ruler, he sent governors to lead the
administration of each island and
implemented the “Law of the Splintered
Paddle”, which later served as a
guideline for the creation of human
rights laws in regard to how civilians and
other non-combatants are to be treated
during acts of peaceful assembly,
peaceful association and/or peaceful
navigation and has been incorporated
into Hawaii's State Constitution. He took
steps to ensure the islands remained a
united realm after his death. He unified
the legal system. He went on to establish
foreign trade and ushered in the modern
Hawaiian flag with 8 stripes representing
the main Hawaiian Islands with the Union
Jack in the corner. Eventually, he had
completely fulfilled the prophecy the
kahuna's made about him at his birth,
accomplishing what no man in the history
of the Hawaiian people had ever done.
By uniting the Hawaiian Islands into a
viable and recognized political entity,
Kamehameha secured his people from a
quickly changing world.

Kamehameha died in his hometown of
Kailua-Kona on May 8, 1819, and as
tradition dictates, his bones were hidden
to protect their mana. To this day, no one
knows his final resting place. This is the
man that the Hawaiian Islands has been
celebrating for the past 150 years, and for
some of you, maybe it's a bit clearer now
as to why.

King Kamehameha Day was one of the
first holidays adopted by Hawai'i when it
achieved statehood in 1959. In the early
years, the celebrations featured carnivals,
fairs, and lots of racing — foot races, horse
races and even velocipede races. The
Hawaiian Language newspaper “Ka

Lahui Hawai'i,”
dated June 14,
1877, reported

more than 4,000
people gathered

at the horse

watch the festivities. Look at all the
people that fill the balconies and the roof
of the Palace. In recent years, The King
Kamehameha Day Celebrations have
evolved into statewide celebrations with
lei draping ceremonies, parades, rodeo's
and ho'olaule’a's happening in June.

So how we do celebrate Islands’ most
famous historical ruler in this day and
age? In as many ways as possible of
course. To begin with his statues are
ceremoniously draped with flower lei.
Where is that you might ask? Well, it
depends where you are, as there are
actually five commissioned statues
standing in honor of King Kamehameha's
memory.

The most recognized statue of
Kamehameha stands in front of Ali‘iolani
Hale across from ‘lolani Palace.
Dedicated in 1883, this statue is actually
the second statue created, after the ship
delivering the original statue from
Europe was lost at sea, and officials
decided to commission a second cast
using the insurance funds collected after
the loss of the original.

Unbeknownst to Hawaiian officials, the
original  statue was  miraculously
recovered after fishermen managed to
recover the sunken statue from the wreck

Crowds packed the grounds of the Palace in the 30s for the celebration



near the Falkland Islands and brought to
the Hawaiian Islands by a British ship
captain who the sold it to the Hawaiian
government for $875. Officials now had
two identical statues and decided to
place the newer one that had not been
damaged in the shipwreck in the
originally selected location in downtown
Honolulu, and after a few years of work
fixing up the first statue the restored
statue was installed near Kamehameha's
birthplace in North Kohala in 1912.

A third replica was commissioned
when Hawaii attained statehood and was
unveiled in 1969 in the U.S. Capitol's
National Statuary Hall where statues of
historic figures from all 50 states are on
display. Initially place in the back corner
of the Hall, it was told the location was
chosen because of the fact it is the
heaviest statue in the Hall, weighing in at
over 6 tons, and moving it safely was a

concern. However, after multiple staffers
were overheard in the early 2000's saying
the statue was placed in the back

because he “wasn’t wearing any
clothes,” "he was naked,” “wasn't
decently dressed,” and “morally

indecent” a letter writing campaign was
begun to educate people that those
statements were not only factually
incorrect, but highly insulting as well, the
statue was moved in 2008 to a prominent
position in Emancipation Hall in the
Capitol's new visitor center where he
dominates the gallery, as he should.

A fourth statue can be found in Hilo at
Wailoa State Park. The tallest of the
statues standing at fourteen feet, the
Princeville Corporation commissioned
this statue initially to be installed on the
north shore of Kauai, but decided to
donate it to Hilo instead, home of the
afore-mentioned Naha Stone, which a
young Kamehameha was said to have
overturned in a feat of incredible
strength. Today, the Naha Stone is
located in front of the Hilo Public Library.

A fifth statue is located at the Grand
Wailea Resort on Maui. The statue,
made by Hawaiian artist Herb Kane is

often said to be the most lifelike of them
all, incorporating Polynesian features into
his facial features.

Expect each of the statues to be
draped in lei on June 11th. There will be
a special Lei Draping ceremony at
Ali'iolani Hale on Friday, June 10th from 1
- 4 p.m. Have a visitor interested in
watching the ceremonies or getting
involved? Loose plumeria are needed by
the thousands to string these lei and
donations will be accepted as of 8 a.m.
that day, as will volunteers willing to help
string those 30-foot leis that adorn the
statue. Watching the ceremony where
the fire department brings its hook and
ladder to place these lei around the
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statue — and then place their head
against the statue, in the Hawaiian
exchange of ha - is extremely powerful
to behold. Ha, of course, is the Hawaiian
greeting that welcomes the other person
into their space by sharing the breath of
life, which was sacred to the culture.
Ancient Hawaiians recognized that their
breath was the key to good health and
believed it possessed mana — and is a
trait one will often see to this day,
especially on a day as important as this
one to the Hawaiian culture.

The next morning, the 105th annual
King Kamehameha Celebration Floral
Parade will begin at lolani Palace at 9

Why did you want to open a restaurant in Hawaii?
Hawaii is special. We have dreams of global
expansion and this is our preferred starting
point. A number of celebrated chefs have
opened world-class restaurants in the islands
over the past few years. As with London 30
years ago and Dubai 15 years ago, their foodie
revolutions began when prominent chefs
opened restaurants there, spurring other
notables to consider the destination for their
next location. | feel Hawaii is at point where the
food culture and scene is conducive for even
more world-class establishments to open.

What first attracted you to culinary?

My father, a cook who still runs a restaurant,
prepared some of the most exquisite meals in
my life. As a child, | helped him in the kitchen
and recalled the customers’ faces as they
savored his cuisine.

Margotto e Baciare’s Fried Egg Toast

Ingredients:

20g arugula

4 slices of white bread
80g bacon, preferably thick cut or pancetta 4

209 endive (chop into bite-sized pieces)
509 noisette oil (hazelnut) (or almond oil, Parmesan cheese
] or some other type of fragrant nut-based oil) * Salt and pepper to taste

10g balsamic vinegar

4T butter

egg yolks

129 black truffle (if not available, use

some truffle oil)

Directions: Using a cookie cutter around 4 cm in diameter, punch a hole in the center of each slice
of bread. Lightly toast the bread slices evenly on both sides. Soak the arugula in cold water to
crisp, then pat down dry with a paper towel. Fry the bacon and then cut the cooked bacon into
bite-sized pieces. Season the endive and arugula with hazelnut (or other nut-based) oil, balsamic
vinegar, salt and pepper. Melt a pad of butter in a frying pan. Place a slice of toast atop the heated
butter in the frying pan and drop an egg yolk into the hollowed-out hole. Fry the bread until
golden brown. Repeat for steps 6-8 for all slices of toast. Plate each slice of toast, sprinkling
chopped bacon over each slice, also topping them with the endive and arugula salad. Shave some
parmesan cheese over each salad and decorate with thin slices of black truffle, or drizzle with some
truffle oil. Makes 4 servings.
