The two-day Civil War Living History Event
also had record attendance with guests enjoying live cannon and
musket fire, increased numbers of reenactors with tents and hospital
tents, and live fiddle music. President Abraham Lincoln was with us in
person, greeting attendees. Mr. Lincoln also spoke to the attendees
concluding with his Gettysburg Address.

Our annual “members only* meeting was held in November. Those in
attendance received a review of the 2025 activities and were provided
with a fabulous luncheon catered by chef Doug Cosh. The Society
Board elections were held during the meeting. The 2025 Board was
unanimously re-elected for another two-year term for 2026-2027.
