GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE 
DEEPER  
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 
July 13, 2025 
15th Sunday in Ordinary Time  
Luke 10:25-37 
 
I used to be a bad neighbor. I’d get wrapped up in my 
life and ignore those around me. Then I found sage 
advice from Benjamin Franklin to this effect: to be a 
better neighbor, ask someone to do a favor for you. 
It’s counterintuitive, isn’t it? Tell strangers that I need 
their help? Yuck. I’ll risk looking needy. Worse, I’ll be 
indebted to them. But I tried it, and it works like a 
charm. Recently I asked my neighbor Alan for a hack-
saw, and Inga for an egg. They kindly obliged, and our 
friendship is growing.  
 
This week we hear a scribe of the law cynically ask 
Jesus, “And who is my neighbor?” (Luke 10:29). Like 
him, we prefer to keep the list of our “neighbors” as 
short as possible. It requires less interruption and in-
convenience. But when Jesus tells the parable of the 
Good Samaritan, he exposes the lonely, cold-
heartedness tendency of the scribe’s (and our) heart. 
My “neighbor” is anyone I encounter who manifests a 
concrete need. There isn’t time to require any other 
credential because human need opens us to the hap-
py reciprocity which is love.   
 
Jesus’ words challenge us this week to ask a neighbor 
for help in some small way. How marvelous that God 
himself shows us how. He moves into our world and 
asks us to love Him with small deeds of love. Maybe 
that’s where Ben Franklin got the idea. ©LPi 
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WHY DO WE DO THAT? - 
CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED 
What Is Mammon? 
 
Question: 
When Jesus says, “You cannot serve 
both God and mammon,” what does 
he mean? What is mammon? 
 
Answer: 
When you hear Scripture proclaimed 
each Sunday, remember it wasn’t 
originally written in English. Hebrew, 
Aramaic, Greek — these ancient 
tongues were the original language of 
our Old and New Testaments. Most of 
the time, all of the words are translat-
ed into our native language. Some-
times, a word or two is left in the origi-
nal language. Such is the case in this 
Scripture passage. 
 
Mammon is an ancient Aramaic word 
referring to money, wealth, or profit. 
Earthly wealth isn’t bad in itself, nor 
does it automatically exclude us from 
being a disciple of Jesus. But what 
dominates our life? To serve money — 
that is, to seek accumulation of wealth 
for its own sake and to structure our 
lives around it — is morally problemat-
ic. What good is our wealth if it isn’t at 
the service of others? What good is 
our wealth if its pursuit leads us to 
selfishness, obsession, greed, envy, 
and comparison? There are many 
things that can be opposed to our ser-
vice of God — power, prestige, popu-
larity. Ultimately, something in our 
lives will be our master. But there is 
only one God worth serving.

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¿POR QUÉ HACEMOS ESO? -  
VIDA CATÓLICA EXPLICADA 
 
¿Qué es Mamón? 
 
Pregunta: 
Cuando Jesús dice: “Ustedes no pueden servir al mismo 
tiempo a Dios y a mamón” ¿qué quiere decir? ¿Qué es ma-
món? 
 
Respuesta: 
Cuando escuches la Escritura ser proclamada cada domin-
go, recuerda que no fue escrita originalmente en español. 
Hebreo, arameo, griego: estas lenguas antiguas fueron el 
idioma original de nuestro Antiguo y Nuevo Testamento. La 
mayoría de las veces, todas las palabras se traducen a nues-
tro idioma nativo. A veces, se dejan una o dos palabras en el 
idioma original. Tal es el caso de este pasaje de la Escritura. 
 
Mamón es una antigua palabra aramea que se refiere al di-
nero, la riqueza o la ganancia. La riqueza terrenal no es mala 
en sí misma, ni nos excluye automáticamente de ser discí-
pulos de Jesús. Pero ¿qué es lo que domina nuestra vida? 
Servir al dinero, es decir, buscar la acumulación de riqueza 
por sí misma y estructurar nuestras vidas en torno a ella, es 
moralmente problemático. ¿De qué sirve nuestra riqueza si 
no está al servicio de los demás? ¿De qué sirve nuestra ri-
queza si su búsqueda nos lleva al egoísmo, la obsesión, la 
codicia, la envidia y la comparación? Hay muchas cosas que 
pueden oponerse a nuestro servicio a Dios: el poder, el pres-
tigio, la popularidad. En última instancia, algo en nuestras 
vidas será nuestro amo. Pero solo hay un Dios al que vale la 
pena servir. ©LPi
