Dear Parents/Guardians,

Blessings on the baptism of your child/ren. We at St. Martha’s are happy to take this
journey with you as your prepare for the sacrament of Baptism. Baptism is a beautiful
gift. This gift is one which you have freely chosen to share with your child/ren and for
this we are truly grateful. The Catechism of the Catholic Church explains:

“Holy Baptism is the basis of the whole Christian life, the gateway to the life in
the Spirit, and the door which gives access to the other sacraments. Through
Baptism we are freed from sin and reborn as sons and daughters of God; we
become members of Christ, are incorporated into the church, and made
sharers in her mission” (CCC 1213).

God has entrusted this child to you and will bless your family as you strengthen your
relationship with Christ and His church. Your call as Catholic Christian
parents/guardians will not always be easy, but God will give you the grace, strength,
and guidance as you trust in Him and grow in your faith. Baptism is only the beginning
of your child’s faith journey “for all the baptized, children or adults, faith must grow
after baptism” (CCC 1254). St. Martha’s offers continued connections to God and His
church for your family through masses each day as well as Sundays and Holy Days;
devotional opportunities; social gatherings; religious education programs; and further
sacramental preparation as your child grows. However, the passing on of faith that you
will provide as the first teacher through your Christian witness and participation in
prayer are invaluable gifts for your children. Thank you for your commitment.

Choosing a Godparent

discerning who will fill this important role in your child’s journey of faith.

Some scripture passages that may be helpful to meditate on during the upcoming
weeks include:

e Galatians 3:26-28 “We are all one in Christ” — With whom will you be
united through this baptismal preparation time?
e Exodus 17:3-7 — God will provide the water for our thirst. Can we trust
in God for all things?
e 1 Peter 2:4-5.9-10 - We are precious in God’s sight; we are a royal
priesthood. How do | feel called to serve through God’s grace?
