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The world is very different than it was in 1846 and even than in
1909 when the photo above was taken. Yet some things do not
change and the need for Christians to gather together to sing God’s
praise and testify to His power to save is one of those things. Last
year’s lockdowns and the Government restrictions must make us
appreciate the renewed freedom we have to do this now. Before the
Chapel opened the congregation had been meeting in a shed when
the private home they had started in became too small. The land
was donated and the foundation stone laid in April. In less than six
months the building was completed and the opening service was
held. What joy must have been felt on that occasion! Over the years
alterations have come, with an extension in 1936, new pews in
1938, and another extension in 2006. Let us meet with joy now!
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Then and now

When the Chapel was built it was entered by two inner doors with
side aisles and central pews. In 1938 this was changed to a centre
aisle with replacement pews each side. These are still used today,
with the addition of seat cushions — the thin felt coverings were a
bit hard! A couple of years ago we replaced the inner doors, giving
more light and making the entrance more welcoming. On the topic
of light, oil lamps were used till 1921 when electricity was installed.
There were no sound systems in 1846, preachers would have been
expected to speak up but gained some help from the ceiling design.
Now we have wireless microphones, a hearing loop system, and
can transmit live video services! More on facing page.
