— How did the townspeople react when she told them her story?2

*What surprises you about their reaction?
*Can you think of a comparison in the bible to a similar event and what can we learn from it2

Was that the end of the story?

*Does the reaction of the townspeople surprise you?2
*What might the disciples have learned from this experience that could have been useful to them?
