Summary:                   (Places of worship – Our bodies are the temple of the Holy Spirit, synagogues, churches,  

                                          homes, Temple until it is destroyed by the Romans in 70 AD)        

• After Jesus leaves, the Holy Spirit of the Godhead now leads in the earth. The church begins with      

Jews who believe in Jesus Christ as their Savior. The Gentiles who believe in Jesus Christ as their Savior    

are now grafted into the family of God and become His chosen people also. Believing Jews and gentiles are 

now brothers and sisters in Christ, “The Israel of God." Gal 3:28 

• On the day of Pentecost, 50 days following the Passover, about 120 gather on one accord, including Mary 

and some of Jesus’ brothers. They all waited for the Holy Spirit (the comforter) who Jesus promised would 

come. John 14:26 The Holy Spirit comes into the upper room like a mighty rushing wind and fills it.  

• For the first time people who speak different languages understand each other (as in the days before the 

Babble tower) They speak in tongues of men and of angels. God’s Holy Spirit leads us (Jews & Gentiles) 

through the fire baptism of the Holy Spirit in them. This fire endows with power and gifts of the spirit,          

to be used in operation with the fruits of the spirit by the followers of Christ (Christians) in their ministries. 

These gifts elevate the church.  

• As Prophesied accurately by the prophet Joel, an Old Testament, last days prophet: …I shall pour out my  

spirit on all flesh… Joel 2:28, Acts 2:17       

• Churches and fellowship begins and grows rapidly. Church doctrine is established. The church/body of 

Christ (His bride) is persecuted, but the gates of Hell will never destroy His Church. In the book of 

Revelation, seven churches’ strengths and weaknesses are spoken of. 

• The redeeming good news of the Gospel must be preached to the world through the ministry of the Holy 

Spirit, in the dispensation of the fullness of time, unto the end, when all willing to accept the Lord are 

gathered. Ephesians 1:10 
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
