Parent(s)/guardian and child(ren) should regularly attend weekend (Sunday) Mass at the parish.
Parent(s)/guardian and child(ren) should attend Mass on all Holy Days of Obligation at the parish.
Parent(s)/guardian must consistently support the parish financially, as verified over the past calendar year (tax year). The
parish requires a minimum donation of $350 a year. 
Regular involvement of parent(s)/guardian and/or child(ren) in a parish ministry will also be given favorable consideration.
