· Applicants will complete the Scholarship Form and all required questions listed.

· All scholarship applications must be completed and submitted by 05/1/26.
· Applications will be reviewed, and five finalists will be selected to enter our interview phase.
· 30-minute interviews will be completed with the selected finalists to acquire additional information on the individual and confirm all submitted information.
· Documentation may be needed to confirm, including:
· DD214 or Proof of Service
· High School Transcript
· Acceptance Letter or Class Schedule
· Company Training Confirmation

· The selected individual will be contacted, and arrangements will be made with the college or program to deliver the funding.
· The scholarship will be given directly to the college or program of the awarded individual.
· The scholarship can be used for any college expenses that are directly made to the university if found eligible by VSV, including:
· Room and board that is operated by the university.
· Tuition
· Books
· Fees
· Meal Plans
· The individual’s story and goals will be finalized and confirmed with the individual before it is used for social media or local news stories.

Applicant Requirements and Uses
