CORONA-VIRUS SUGAR COOKIES

Remain calm, and enjoy these Corona-virus cookies made with
concentrated Corona beer complete with pretzel protein spikes and
lime glaze single-stranded RNA. Makes 2-1/2 dozen

Ingredients:

e 2 (12 oz.) bottles of Corona beer (pale lager) (or if you don’t
want to use beer substitute,2 Thsp. honey/syrup)

e 2 Tbsp. brown sugar

e 1 cup (2 sticks) unsalted butter, room temperature
e 3/4cupsugar

e 1egg, room temperature

e 1/2 of alime, zested

e 2 cups all-purpose flour

e 1 tsp baking powder

e 1/4tspsalt

e  Pretzel sticks, broken into thirds

ICING

e 1 cup powdered sugar

e 1/2 of alime, zested (reserved from dough)
e 1lime, juiced (from the zested halves)

Directions:

Pour beerand brown sugarinto a medium pot and set over medium-
high heat. Bring to a boil and then reduce heat to a simmer. For
approximately 30 minutes, let it reduce down to a syrup (about 2
tablespoons), keeping a close eye on it towards the end to make
sure it doesn’t get too thick.

In a large bowl, cream the butter and sugar until light and fluffy.
Beat in egg, reduced beer, and lime zest until just combined. Slowly
beat in flour, baking powder, and salt until it comes together into
a dough.

Shape dough into two discs, wrap in plastic wrap, and refrigerate
for at least 2 hours.

Preheat oven to 350 degrees and line baking sheets with parchment
or silicone baking mats. On a clean, floured surface, roll out one of
the discs of dough to a little less than %-inch thick. Cut with round
cookie cutter and place on prepare cookie sheets 2 inches apart.
Re-roll scraps and remaining dough to make more cut outs. Stick
pretzel pieces into the dough around the edges.

Bake for 8-10 minutes, until set but not yet turning golden on the
bottom edges. Let cool for 10 minutes before transferring to a wire
rack to cool completely.

Icing: Mix all ingredients in a medium bowl until pasty. For a thicker
frosting, add more powdered sugar, 1 tablespoon at a time, until
you reach your desired consistency. For thinner icing add more lime
juice. Decorate cooled cookies with icing and allow to firm before
stacking or storing.
