Welcome to New Bloom Residences! To ensure a safe, respectful, and supportive 

environment, all residents are required to follow the house rules below. 

1. Respect & Community Conduct 
• Treat all residents, staff, and neighbors with respect and courtesy. 

• Harassment, threats, bullying, discrimination, or violence are strictly prohibited. 

• Participate in house meetings and contribute to shared responsibilities. 

2. Curfew & Quiet Hours 
• Curfew: Residents must be inside by 10:00 PM Sunday–Thursday and 11:00 PM Friday–

Saturday (unless pre-approved). 

• Quiet hours: 8:00 PM to 8:00 AM daily; keep noise (TV, music, conversations) at a 

respectful level. 

3. Visitors 
• No visitors are allowed inside the home at any time. 

• Residents are responsible for respecting the privacy and safety of the house. 

4. Drugs, Alcohol, and Prohibited Items 
• Strictly no possession, use, or distribution of drugs, alcohol, or related paraphernalia. 

• No smoking or vaping indoors; smoking allowed only in designated outdoor areas. 

• No candles, incense, open flames, or personal space heaters. 

• No weapons of any kind (firearms, knives, or others) allowed on the property. 



5. Hygiene & Cleanliness 
• Maintain good personal hygiene (daily showers, clean clothing, laundry upkeep). 

• Keep personal space clean and free of clutter; no food or drinks stored in bedrooms. 

• Participate in shared cleaning duties for the kitchen, bathrooms, and living areas. 

6. Safety & Security 
• Lock doors when entering or leaving the home. 

• Do not tamper with smoke detectors, fire extinguishers, or security cameras. 

• Report maintenance issues, safety concerns, or suspicious activity promptly. 

7. Payments & Fees 
• Monthly housing fees must be paid on time as outlined in your agreement. 

• Non-payment without communication may result in discharge from the program. 

8. Noise & Conduct 
• Follow quiet hours (8:00 PM–8:00 AM) daily. 

• Keep music, TV, and phone use at a respectful volume at all times. 

9. Personal Belongings 
• Residents are responsible for their personal items. 

• New Bloom is not liable for lost, stolen, or damaged belongings. 

• Do not store personal items in common areas. 

10. Kitchen & Food Areas 
• Clean up immediately after using the kitchen or dining areas. 

• Label personal food items and respect others' belongings. 

• No cooking during quiet hours. 

11. Technology & Internet Use 
• Use shared internet responsibly; no illegal activity or inappropriate content. 

• Respect shared TV and electronic use in common spaces. 

12. Compliance & Consequences 
• Violations may result in warnings, agreements, or dismissal. 

• Serious violations (violence, theft, drugs, weapons) may result in immediate discharge.
