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Georgia's energy efficiency legislation, primarily the Law of 
Georgia on Energy Efficiency (2020) and the Law of Georgia on 
Energy Efficiency of Buildings (2020, with ongoing updates) set 
national targets for reducing energy consumption, introduce 
mandatory energy performance requirements for buildings, and 
promote renewable integration to support Georgia's energy goals.
The training focuses on practical implementation for both 
commercial (offices, hotels, retail, public buildings) and residential 
(multi-apartment blocks, private homes) sectors. Participants will 
gain clear understanding of obligations such as Energy 
Performance Certificates (EPCs), audits, and minimum standards 
while exploring low- and medium-cost measures tailored to 
Georgia's climate.

• Building envelope: Wall/roof insulation, double-glazed windows/
doors. Understanding U-value, building orientation and inclination.

• Lighting & controls: LED replacement, motion sensors/smart
systems.

• Heating/cooling: Efficient boilers, heat pumps, commercial HVAC
optimization (zoning, variable speed).

• Renewables: Solar thermal/PV integration, suitable for roofs in
commercial/residential.

• Sector tailoring:
Commercial: Focus on large systems, tenant coordination, energy
management.
Residential: Individual upgrades, multi-apartment common areas
(condo decisions).

• Quick exercise example: Analyze sample building, select measures,
estimate simple payback (investment / annual savings).

• Low-cost measures: seal leaks, LED, thermostat controls.
