"Missions", this committee is being led by Steve Terry this next year.

The purpose of this committee is to represent the church membership commitment
with our prayers, presence, gifts, service and witness. Making sure local children and
youth needs are met, the region's hungry are fed and addressing emergency relief
needs as they arise is the focus of the committee.
