They are going to
a special mission fund called The Power of One. Those ‘ones’ add up and do marvelous things to support local
needs, like helping children in need in the Gravette School District by providing financial support to Bright
Futures, Snack Packs, and the Samaritan’s Feet ministry.

Fifth Sunday Loan Reduction

We have a long standing tradition of focusing on our mortgage debt during the months with five Sundays. This
extra gift goes towards paying down the debt principal on our church. The regular mortgage payment is made
monthly through the operating budget. Any donation indicated for loan reduction goes towards principal
payments. These extra payments that are made reduce the life of the loan and save us many dollars in interest.

At this point, let’s review some background information since the beginning of the loan. On January 7, 2011, we
took a construction loan for $1,400,000 with the Arvest Bank to move forward and break ground for additions to
our church. The interest rate at that time was 4%. Keep in mind that construction loans are for a short duration.
When the loan was firmed up in January 2013, the loan rate was 3.84%. When we renewed the loan in November
2017, the rate was 4.30%. At the end of March 2021, our loan balance was $450,000. In October of 2022, we will
be renewing our loan once again. Please keep in mind this is a commercial loan renewable every five years.

In taking advantage of the months with five Sundays, we average paying down $10,000 to $15,000 extra each
year. Please join us in this effort on May 30 this year. Many small gifts make a HUGE difference.
