For some reason, from Thanksgiving until New Years Day, when things go wrong, catch on fire, blow up, or
there is a fight with a family member, it just seems so much easier to laugh things off. My theory is that it’s
because we have the picture of perfection in mind and when everything falls so short, the contrast becomes too
hilarious not to laugh.

We see a few recorded responses, but Jesus had the perfect ability to know
when to scold, teach, show compassion, and squat down in the face of lunatics and draw in the sand. A man who
would stand up to people by drawing in the sand, tells me he knew at which point to laugh the utter ridiculousness
of some people and events off.
