Al:
Background

Al has been around and used for years

Ex: Netflix uses Al to recommend you
shows/movies

These Al models can only identify & classﬁy
the data you provide - it doesn’t “talk back”

Generative Al models are much smarter and more
useful

Can generate original responses in response to
natural language (otherwise known as
“prompts”)




Large
Language
Models (LLM)

An LLM is a type of Generative Al that is pre-
trained with data

The data is a large set of human-originated
texts

LLMs can learn from new information (info it
hasn’t trained on), without requiring re-training
Thus, LLMS can follow conversation and

reason...like a human!

Chat-4 and ChatGPT by OpenAl are examples of
LLMs

- Analysis of information and data

- Written responses in natural language

- Organization of information and voter data

- Reorganizes complex information to make
complex concepts easier to understand

Using Chatbots to explain complicated
things, like the Inflation Reduction Act

In this example, we took the text of the IRA
Uploaded it into chatgpt’s “bot-maker”

Waited around 2 minutes...

And we had a chatbot that could tell us anything
about the bill!

Automated text and call capability to voters
Individualized mass-emails to voters

Improvement of turf lists for canvassing

Real-time sentiment analysis to campaigners

Analysis of [regional, global, etc.]| social media
Be able to create custom “slates” of candidates
based on voter’s location, preferences and values:
ID all candidates who aren’t taking pharma /
fossil fuel donations

campaign via a chatbot...

- I think we shouldn’t have

a for-profit healthcare
system.

- “I respect this, but I think

accessibility and
affordability is most
important.”

A chatbot could be used to
Track responses and RSVPs
Send reminders and suggestions for events
Create and send mass-emails with event details
Send thank you notes

Send periodic articles that are customized to the donor’s

interest
Following up on questions asked to the candidate...

Al & Voter
Behavior

Al could automate behavior targeting and manipulation
on the mass scale to influence how a voter votes

Al could individually monitor millions of voters

Via Reinforcement Learning, Al could generate a

personalized ordering of voter-contacts that increases
the campaigner's ability to change a person’s vote

Could evolve and update in real-time as voters
interact and respond to contacts




Al & Voter
Behavior

Al could potentially turn to other, non-political methods
to manipulate voters

Could send opponent’s supporters targeted ads
about sports, for example, to drown out political ads

Could send inconvenient/offensive ads while other
messages [from opponents] are being sent
Al, unlike a human, has no moral regard for the truth
vs. deception (or good vs. bad)

Particularly when its objective is to change votes
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On the Other Imagine a “Good citizen Al”
hand. - ]_t COLﬂd Flags ads and content on the browser

also help!

Warns users about misinformation and bias with pop-
ups

Helps users track their exposure to extremist or violent
rhetoric

Flags politicians, candidates as purveyors of
disinformation

Provides regular email/text warnings about exposure to
misinformation

Provides regular updates on which candidates are
taking contributions from bad sources

Monitors and reports on ‘dark money’ groups
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
