Research has been ongoing for

the ‘Let’s tell some Stories’ project
funded by Foundation of Rural and
Regional Renewal. To date we have
compiled material on John Vane the
bushranger, the Woodstock Soldiers
Memorial Hall, the Woodstock
Railway Station, the final research
on Parkes Street is yet to be
completed. Draft designs are now
underway with Signs R Us in Cowra.
It is hoped that this project will be
completed in 2023.

We continue to scout for funding
opportunities in regards to the
restoration of ghost signage,
upgrade of tennis courts and
inclusion of a multipurpose court.

Ajoint grant application between
the Woodstock Public School and
the Woodstock and District Progress
Association has been successful.

Woodstock Wholesome Food Garden
will be established with the help of
a Sustainable School Grant. Work
has commenced on the project, and
we envisage we will be harvesting
produce by the year’s end.

Discussions are still ongoing with
Transport NSW surrounding the
restoration of the Woodstock
Railway Station. The November rain
event caused significant damage to
the rail line on the outskirts of
Cowra near Waugoola Creek,
therefore the timeframe on which
we may see recreational trains
return to Woodstock is now
unknown? However the repurposing
and restoration of the station does
not hinge on the rail line alone,

we have a broader vision. A recent
meeting in May received positive
feedback from both Transport NSW
and Cowra Council.

WALLI MEMORIALHALL

100 YEARS IN 2023

2023 marks centenary celebrations for the Walli
Memorial Hall. The hall was built in 1923 to
commemorate the men from the Walli area who
served during World War 1. The original roll of
honour hung in the Walli Hall when it was located
in Walli, and it is now kept in the Woodstock
Soldiers Memorial Hall.

On 18 September 1923 at the dedication of the
new hall a spokesman for the Walli Memorial Hall
Trustees declared, “ The hall had been built with
two objectives in view, to keep green the memory
of departed heroes and as a rendezvous for the
adolescent population of the district”, according to
a report in the “Cowra Free Press”.

Today, the hall is the main pavilion for the annual
Woodstock Memorial Show and is used throughout
the year for various functions. The hall was
relisted as a War Memorial in 2016 and still serves
our community as the original trustees intended.

The hall has been moved twice. In 1957 it was
moved to a site adjacent to the Woodstock
Memorial Hall and in 1981 to its present location.
The settlement of Walli has disappeared but was
within the Woodstock area, so the monument is
still pertinent to the community.

The 2023 Woodstock Memorial Show will celebrate
this centenary on Sunday September 3rd. Within
the pavilion sections feature classes will be
orchestrated to celebrate this milestone. The
show executives are seeking any old photographic
evidence of the Walli Memorial Hall in its original
location. One of Walli’s oldest original residents
will be a special guest at the Show.

Organisation for the 2023 Woodstock Memorial
Show is well underway. The Old Kentucky Animal
Farm is confirmed and the Market Laneway is
beginning to fill with stall applications. All the
classic events of woodchopping, speedshearing,
vintage tractor pull, ring events will be on the
days card.

Public speaking is something that strikes fear into most people. But not
for local girl Evie Johnstone, who recently represented Cowra Public School
at the Year 5 CWA Public Speaking Finals in Orange! Evie presented her
speech on the topic “What does a cloudy day mean to me?”, beautifully,
and spoke with great confidence. Congratulations Evie!
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What do FIRIES do when they’re not fighting
fires?

Well the simple answer to that is, in most cases,
either working at a regular job or running their
own business. However, as participating volunteer
members of NSW Rural Fire Service, they do much
more than that.

Initially, to be able to fulfil the role of operational
members of local brigades, each volunteer must
undergo a training programme to equip them with
the necessary skills to become a member of a
team capable of effectively combating fires and
other, sometimes tragic, events.

Once this basic training has been completed it is
necessary, as with sporting teams and the like,
to practice using those skills to ensure the team
becomes sufficiently co-ordinated to function

efficiently when called upon to operate in the field.

Depending on the inclination of individual
volunteers, there is an opportunity to receive

additional training in a whole host of spheres
conducted by NSW Rural Fire Service. These include
Village Fire fighting, First Aid, Chainsaw operation,
Asbestos awareness, Truck driving, hazard
awareness etc. Then there is a range of advanced
fire fighting and leadership courses for those
interested.

Woodstock brigade receives between twenty and
thirty callouts per year. Of these about sixty to
seventy percent will be fires of differing size and
ferocity and relative to seasonal conditions
prevailing.

With it’s proximity to the Mid Western Highway,
Woodstock brigade is called to motor vehicle
accidents, often being first on scene, to assist the
other first responder units that need to attend.

Other activities that Woodstock brigade
participate in include assisting police, assisting
ambulance, monitoring controlled burn offs, and
traffic control for community events and road
closures due to flooding.

Led by Captain Robert (Robbo) Moodie, Woodstock
brigade is made up of a small dedicated group of
volunteer’s representing a spectrum of younger
and older members of the community and several
lifestyles. Some are employees, others are self
employed and a few are retirees. Whilst most are
men, Woodstock brigade proudly boasts four very
enthusiastic female volunteers. All are community
spirited people providing an essential service to
their community.

2023 has continued to be significant year with
Karly’s cricket career, travelling to Singleton in
January for a 4 day tournament, making a rep
squad to compete in the Western Sydney
Competition later this year, taking out the Matt

Morrison Scholarship Award in Cowra’s local junior
cricket competition and recently being announced
as a successful for the NSW Cricket Academy
program for the 23/24 season and within the U16’S

Works have commenced on the Woodstock
Wholesome Food Garden project. This is a
partnership between Woodstock Pubic School and
the Woodstock and District Progress Association,
and facilitated by a Sustainable Schools Grant.

The project will see the installation of 6 raised
wicking beds with a worm hotel located within
each, a 240l compost tumbler, and a working worm
farm all situated on a levelled area topped with
granite at the front of the school block. An
additional two slimline water tanks will be linked
to existing buildings for water harvesting and
sustainability.

The project will also incorporate the planting of
ornamental pears, native shrubs and grasses.

It is envisaged that this food garden will be
managed by both school students and the
Woodstock community as a whole. Watch this
space.

‘Woodstock hasn’'t been just my father’s home town - it

is a part of who he was. There’s generations of locals and
people who've called Woodstock home for a short time or a
long time who have known him, played with him, laughed
with him, cried with him, shared a beer with him, stood

by him and loved him. And the town and its people, the
community, and the country around here were in his DNA
and in his heart.

As a young man, he was no fan of school apart from the
friends he made there and the trouble they got into. There
are endless stories of skipping school to have fun or cause
mischief, pranks on teachers and neighbours and fist fights
with rivals and friends alike. He left formal education at 14
years old and after a brief stint at the post office and some
time shearing and travelling, and a few other odd jobs, he
fatefully scored himself a job at the then Department of
Main Roads (the DMR).

In his thirties, he found a love of lawn bowls. Instructed by
some of the old stalwarts at the Club, he quickly became

a force to be reckoned with. W D Dean is a legend at the
Woodstock Bowling Club, winning a total of 60 Club titles
across the singles, doubles, triples, and fours between 1981
and 2018.

As well as carving up the green playing bowls, Dad also
played an important role over many years as a leader at the
Club, serving as President for 16 years, Treasurer for a year,
Secretary for 10 years and Licensee for 12 years. Dad also
sat on countless other Committees and community groups
and volunteered his time over his whole life in support of
many Woodstock community projects and initiatives
including The Club, the Swimming Pool, the Common,

the Show, the Woodstock Progress Society and more.

Being a typical country kid, animals were a big part of his
life - but Dad wasn’t just typical, he really loved animals
and spent his life surrounded by them. Horses, dogs, birds,
peacocks, chickens, sheep, cows, baby kangaroos, Guinea
fowls, pheasants, ferrets. He had an affinity with, and
comfort in the presence of, animals. As a teen, he had a
horse called Mystery that he would ride bareback and stand
up on, arms outstretched - with full trust. Every cow he ever
owned had a name and would come running when he called
to them. Over his lifetime, he owned hundreds of dogs,
mostly Jack Russells, and sometimes it felt like they could
understand every word he said.

He was, in fact, sometimes harder for people to understand,
than animals. Particularly after a few beers, words would
run into each other or be substituted for grunts or
completely different words - and he didn’'t have the pa-
tience to repeat himself so you’d better hear him right first
time. Even as his kids, many times over the years, we’d find
ourselves looking blankly at each other trying to work out

if anyone understood what he’d just said. One time when |
was about eight years old, he was playing bowls and rang

home. | answered and he was between ends having a quick
beer but needed Mum to urgently bring him something
important. | wrote a note of what | thought he said and
handed it to Mum out in the garden. She read slowly. ‘Dad
wants a hand grenade’. A hand grenade?. And all | could say
was, ‘Well, | don’t know, | think that’s what he said”. Mum
made a quick call to find out that the item he required was,
in fact, a handkerchief! Close Hayley. But, far less aggres-
sive and far more achievable as it turned out.

In addition to having his own version of the Aussie accent,
he also had his own version of the Aussie Fair Go value
system, which he abided by his whole life. It didn’t matter
to my Dad where you came from or who you were. What
mattered was what you did and how hard you worked. If a
priest and an ex-con both walked into a room, Dad wouldn’t
make any assumptions about what kind of person each of
them were, based on their status, their reputation or their
wealth. He’d measure them only by what they did next.
Whether they worked hard for the benefit of someone else.
Whether they shouted you a beer. Whether they shared a
joke without mean heartedness or malice. He’d sooner back
the ex-con over any Priest if he showed Dad that he was
hard-working, and trustworthy, and kind. And by contrast,
the opposite was also true. If you showed yourself to be
lazy, or deceitful or unkind, he’d measure you up against
that behaviour, not your connections or your position or
who you thought you were.

This is one of the characteristics of who he was that ran
through every part of his life. It made him such a respected
leader at work - always willing to give a young guy or girl

a go no matter their past, setting people expectations and
daring them to reach them. It made him a popular member
of the community - never judging anyone unfairly based on
who anyone else thought they were or on idyll gossip. It
made him a loyal and reliable friend, always willing to help
out a mate and have a chat over a beer. And, it made him a
father we could trust to be fair, and to do what he said he
was going to do, and to work his guts out every day of his
life.
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Those children who will be starting Kindergarten at
Woodstock Public School in 2024 are invited to
participate in visits to the school.

While at the school the children will participate in the
Infants’ classroom with Miss Malcolm. They will have
opportunities to learn and play, explore the school and
become familiar with the school routine.

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FROM COWRA COUNCIL -
WOODSTOCK'S ADDRESSING SYSTEM

Investigations into the addressing patterns, uptake
& number display in the residential zones of
Woodstock village are well underway.

Addressing is a complex process which now
involves multiple layers of government - from local
government (Council) level to several spheres of
State (NSW Government - Service NSW, Spatial
Services, Six Maps, e-spatial, etc).

Woodstock has long established residential,
business and community uses with an addressing
system that has been established over many years
based on ad-hoc and sometimes self-administered
technigues. This has resulted in many addressing
inconsistencies and anomalies which do not
comply with modern addressing principles and
guidelines established by relevant Government
authorities.

Initial investigations by Councils show that:

* The village area of Woodstock is structured with
more than 30 neighbourhood ‘blocks’.

» Each block has on average ten different lots,
each of which require a unique street address.

* Multiple addressing patterns feature within the
village, creating inconsistencies that are difficult
to amend retrospectively without re-addressing
existing property holdings.

» The village is also surrounded by large lot resi-
dential zoning. These properties are required to
be addressed in accordance with rural address-
ing principles.

Cowra Council is motivated to work with the local
community in Woodstock to develop an addressing
system for the village that is consistent with gov-
ernment addressing policy and which meets the
expectations of residents.

As the first step in this project, Cowra Council has
commenced a mapping exercise to properly estab-
lish the relationships between the following:

» Addressing information used for rating purposes
(street and mail addresses); and

» Addressing information applied using current
addressing principles and standards and how
this information compares to the above.

Cowra Council recognises the importance of a
holistic and comprehensive approach to
community consultation as part of this addressing
project for Woodstock. Council reminds residents
that changes to addressing information will not be
undertaken without appropriate consultation first
having been completed with the community.

We thank you for your patience while this complex
project is underway and look forward to having it
resolved as soon as possible.
