Village of Bloomdale
Council Meeting Minutes
November 11, 2025

Opening:
The regular meeting of the Bloomdale Village Council was called to order by Mayor Bethany Vincent at 7 pm.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Bob Clark, Tom Miller, Kailey Keaton, Kathy Simon, Becky Drake, and Tommy O’Leary IV all answered roll call.  Bob motioned to accept the meeting minutes from October 28, 2025 as written.  Kailey seconded.  All approved, with the exception of Kathy, who abstained, due to her absence that evening.  Beth reminded all of the practice of allowing others to speak without interruptions.

Ordinances and Resolutions:
Kathy read a third reading of ordinance 2025-O-5, an Ordinance for creating a policy for cutting roads in the Village.  Bob motioned to accept and adopt.  Tommy seconded, all approved.  Discussion of new-to-us information regarding Resolutions and Ordinances.  Resolution 2025-R-26, a Resolution increasing the pay of the Fire Chief, was read in a first reading by Kathy.  Resolution 2025-R-27, a Resolution to hire Dave Smith as the Ordinance Enforcement Officer, was read in a first reading by Kathy.

Committee Meetings:  None

Fire Department:
Billy reported that the invoice from Lima Radio Hospital arrived; diagnosing the issue on the S Garfield St cost $825.  Bob motioned to pay.  Tom seconded, all approved.  AMP circuit riders made the repair and that was a success.

EJAD Update:
Bob reported that things are going well with over 300 runs logged so far this year.  Cameras are now installed.  He will bring an end-of-year report in January.  Bob will attend meetings once per month in the new year to bring updates; will attend more often if situations dictate.  Beth opened a conversation suggesting EJAD rotate meeting places so all entities can host, discussion ensued, Bob will take that to the Board meeting.  Beth opened a conversation regarding swapping ambulances between EJAD and Bloomdale FD; Council is not interested in swapping.

Old Business: 
Beth relayed she is on her 3rd contact within ODNR in the search for a lead for Amur fish for the Village’s pond.  Bob provided a phone number to Remlinger Fish Hatchery in Kalida.  Diane provided the number for Wood County Soil and Water Conservation.  Council’s decision regarding American Cremation Events is “with the presence of the brother we are not responsible.”  In light of the dissolution of the Village of Bairdstown there was discussion of the 10 things that Villages in Ohio need to provide to residents; it seems the Village falls into the parameters.  Beth updated Council on the progress of the ODOT bus stop improvement grant and the ODNR walking path grant.  Holbrook Grounds Company cleared the S Garfield St property; inquired if Council minds if a sign is in the yard for advertising; Council does not mind.  Wright’s Landscaping is not finished on the Vine St property.  Tommy motioned for a return to utility bills being sent on a full-size sheet of paper in an envelope and for the purchase of a paper folding machine.  Bob seconded, all approved.  Bob brought photos of a variety of possible exercise stations to use in the application for the T-Mobile Small Community Grant.  Bob let us know that so far, he has shown the equipment truck once; Tommy will take updated photos and a video and submit to Diane for the gov.deals site.



New Business:
Tom Miller shared pictures of planting of trees in Bluffton; the Village can reference these when planting trees at the ponds if awarded a grant from Wood County Park District.

Village Clerk:
Diane would like to move the money from the excess supply auction to the Capital fund, as most items sold were capital items.  All agreed.  Bob motioned to pay the bills.  Kathy seconded, all approved.  

Council was given a copy of the updated cleaning list Shonda created for the Community Building renters to follow.  

Council agreed that the utility bills should use up the current stamp supply while the return to paper and envelopes takes place, which also includes the purchase of the previously-approved laptop.

Communications from the Mayor:  Beth shared that a person called on Sunday, November 2 to ask to gather some of the crabapples off the Village’s tree to use for jam.  She liked them so much she asked to gather more two days later.  Wood County Economic Development Commission has invited Village officials to a holiday reception on December 2.

Bob motioned to move into executive session at 9:21 pm.  Tommy seconded, all approved.  At 10:42 pm Bob motioned to move out of executive session.  Kathy seconded, all approved.  Bob confirmed no action was taken.  Tommy motioned to terminate Bob Stewart’s employment with the Village on Thursday, November 13, 2025.  Kathy seconded, all approved.  Tommy motioned to advertise the open position beginning Monday, November 17, 2025, with resumes and letters of interest going to Kathy at katsimon14@gmail.com.  Kailey seconded, all approved.  A meeting of the Committee of the Whole, regarding personnel, is scheduled for Friday, November 14, 2025 at 7 pm.  

Tom Miller shared an encounter with a Sheriff Deputy on Sunday, November 2 which will be resolved by a supervisor and the Sheriff.
