(Paraphrase from International Standard of Bi-
ble Encyclopedia)

Faithful is a verbal adjective, akin to
peitho and is passive “to be trusted and relia-
ble”. It is also active as in “believing, trusting
and relying”. (Vine’ s Expositive Dictionary)

Faithful is used of God's word or cove-
nant as true and to be trusted and as a designa-
tion of Christians it means full of faith, trustful,
as well as trustworthy ... (Easton’s Bible

Dictionary)
