EUROUZ Healthcare & Life Sciences Committee Roundtable
“Regulatory Dialogue & Industry Priorities for Healthcare and Pharmaceuticals in
Uzbekistan”

Tashkent, 25 November 2025 — The EUROUZ Healthcare & Life Sciences Committee
convened more than 50 representatives of government institutions, pharmaceutical companies,
medical device manufacturers, consulting firms, international organisations, and EU member
state embassies for a high-level roundtable dedicated to regulatory and operational challenges
in Uzbekistan’s healthcare, pharmaceutical, and medical devices sectors. Held on the eve of
the EU-Central Asia Forum, the event served as a key platform for open dialogue between
industry leaders and state authorities, with the shared objective of strengthening efficiency and
fostering innovation in the national healthcare system.
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As Uzbekistan continues modernising its healthcare system, adopting international standards,
and responding to increasingly complex treatment modalities, the need for structured
public—private dialogue has become more urgent than ever. Market participants face growing
regulatory requirements, challenges in pricing policy, administrative barriers in registration and
certification, as well as risks arising from counterfeit and falsified medicines. The roundtable
offered a collaborative setting for regulators, businesses, and industry experts to jointly explore
pathways toward a more transparent, predictable, and innovation-driven regulatory
environment.

The event opened with welcoming remarks by Zafar Vakhidov, Chairperson of the Committee,
Member of the EUROUZ Board of Directors, and Managing Partner at Vakhidov & Partners. He
underscored the Committee’s mission to strengthen constructive engagement between
European businesses and key state bodies for the benefit of Uzbekistan’s healthcare sector. He
emphasised the importance of coordinated reforms that combine effective regulatory oversight
with sectoral development to ensure broad access to high-quality medicines.

Olzhas Satybaldin, Co-Chair of the Committee and Government Affairs & Strategic
Partnerships Lead for Russia & Eurasia at AstraZeneca, outlined the objectives of the meeting.
He highlighted the growing need for harmonised regulatory processes, improved pricing
mechanisms, and stronger incentives for innovation across the pharmaceutical and medical
technology sectors.

During the discussion, Mr Vakhidov presented the Committee’s White Paper Draft—a strategic
document reflecting key industry challenges and recommendations put forward by EUROUZ
members. The draft outlines structured proposals aimed at enhancing the efficiency of the
medical and pharmaceutical industries, including improvements to registration and certification
procedures, pricing policy reform, measures to prevent the circulation of counterfeit medicines,
and expansion of financing for modern and innovative treatment methods. The document also
identifies priority areas for long-term cooperation between the European Union and Uzbekistan
in the field of healthcare.

The roundtable brought together representatives of the Project Office “Healthcare Projects
Centre”, the State Health Insurance Fund, the Center for Pharmaceutical Product Safety, the
Tax Committee, the Customs Committee, as well as diplomats from the embassies of
Switzerland, Germany, Hungary, France, Poland, and the Delegation of the European Union to
Uzbekistan, alongside EUROUZ members and other industry participants. The broad
representation highlighted the growing need for comprehensive, coordinated regulatory
solutions and the establishment of a consistent culture of dialogue between regulators and
industry stakeholders.
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In closing, Zafar Vakhidov reiterated the Committee’s firm commitment to fostering open and
constructive engagement between the public and private sectors. He noted that all proposals
collected during the discussions will be reflected in the updated version of the White Paper and
will guide the Committee’s future work with regulators and international partners.
