Cross-Over Knot Bowl  5°H x 8" Rim Diameter KitCost  $44.
Start on a 4" round slotted wood base with flat oval weavers in dyed and natural

reed. Add dyed round reed Double X Overtays and a graceful Knot. Finish with the Braided Lashing
in dyed reed as well. Pictured in aqua, please circle your color choice on Registration below:

Color choices: ~ Aqua, Royal Blue, Medium Green, or Cocoa Brown

Knot Between the Lines  6"Wx14L"x9"H; 14"w/Handle Kit Cost  $59
‘This Tall Tote begins with a 6°x14" "D" Handle and Pats filled-in woven base with pairs of

flat oval filer spokes. Weave Over/Under, Start/Stop with aqua overiays; color choices available. Dyed round
reed Triple Three-Rod Wale creates a rope-ike texture and borders dyed reed Continuous X design. Finish
with Double Lashed Rim, dyed reed Double Braid Handle Wrap, and embellish with a Center Knot.
Emphasis on color placement and shaping a tall rectangle basket from base o rim.

Color Choice:  Aqua, RoyalBlue, Medium Green, Cocoa Brown
