We will require a
copy of these three weeks before the wedding.

WINE

The client shall be charged for additional staff hours after 7pm.

DEPOSITS & PAYMENTS

A non-refundable 50% deposit will be taken upon completion of the
agreement. The balance is due 60-days prior to the booking date. In the event
of cancellations within 60 days, a 25% refund amount is available.

Our wedding venue is primarily outdoors, and events are held rain or shine. It
is your responsibility to plan for inclement or high temperature weather or
seek tent rental options. All of our prices are without tax and does not include
setting up any additional materials such as tents, decorations, speakers,
microphone, lights etc.

Dancing may take place on the paved areas of the property or by the river.
Should it be decided that dancing will take place under the trees on the lawn,
an appropriate solid dance floor will need to be installed. If dancing is to take
place by the river, a generator will need to be sourced.

WEDDINGS OF MORE THAN 50 Guests please contact us.

For those looking to book Similkameen Wild for 50 guests. (2) porta potties
will need to be sourced by client. We require one porta potty per 15 extra
guests.

Due to health and safety, the use of the pool and hot tub are for Resort Guests
Only. Unfortunately, due to health and safety, day guests are not allowed to
use the pool or hot tub.

All noise and music will need to be reduced at 11:00 pm, with
any music concluding at 12:00 am (music may continue later
