Most managers have switched
from a waitlist to first-come-first-
serve unless they provide low-
income units. For those, they are
required to have a waitlist. One
manager stated their wait
averages 1-2 years for low
income.
The vacancy rate is less than 1%.
Income requirement is 2-3 times
the cost of rent.






Renter Survey Results

1,495 Responses
93.65% have had an increase in
rent in the last year.
Average increase is $376.
Largest number of respondents
live in a 2 bedroom multifamily
or a 3 bedroom independent.
Average rent is $1648/mo
Average percent of income
towards rent is 51%
42.2% of renters are 30-44yrs old
Average occupancy is 2 adults
and 1 child.
Industries included "Other"
(22.71%) followed by Education
(16.74%), Trades (15.47%) and
Healthcare (14.74%).
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
