Our fall chapter judging event 

will be here soon and it is 

looking to be a fun and 

informative weekend.  Planning 

has been going on for 3 months 

to make this a great event for 

both long time NCRS Members 

as well as brand new ones.  No 

matter your Corvette knowledge 

level, this will be an event that 

you won’t want to miss. 

We will begin our day on Friday 

at 3:00pm with Registration and 

Operations Judging.  For those 

of you not judging, you can join 

us and get your registration 

packet anywhere between 3-

6pm.  We have 4 great Corvettes 

lined up for judging:  1960, 1966, 

1967 & 1968.  Operations 

Judging covers all the functions 

of the Corvette from headlight 

operation to back up lights and 

everything in between.
