This is a legal and binding contract between the Partner Ministry and CrossView Christian Camp & Retreat Center. Note that TWO signatures are required; the “Partner Ministry Board Member” must be someone on your organization’s Board of Directors.

PAYMENT COMMITMENT

The Partner Ministry will pay CrossView Camp $540 ($15 Camper Fee x 36 Campers) to reserve their week of Camp. The Partner Ministry agrees to collect a $15 Camper Fee from each Camper who qualifies for a scholarship and $320 from each Camper who does not qualify for a scholarship ($256 for four day Camps). The Partner Ministry will retain $15 per Camper to reimburse their organization for the $540 deposit. The remainder of the Camper Fees will be paid to CrossView—at the latest—upon arrival. The Partner Ministry may collect up to $10 more per Camper to cover transportation fees and/or snack money but must disclose this amount to CrossView Camp in advance and clearly delineate these charges when collecting fees. The Partner Ministry agrees to pay an additional $305 (or $241 for four day Camps) per Camper spot not filled (full is 18 male and 18 female Campers). These fees will also be due—at the latest—upon arrival at CrossView Camp.
The Partner Ministry agrees to collect completed Camper Registration Forms from each Camper. The Partner Ministry agrees to compare the information on these forms with the CrossView Income Eligibility Guidelines for 2021 to determine scholarship eligibility for each Camper. (Children in the foster care system automatically qualify.) The Partner Ministry agrees to submit these forms to CrossView—at the latest—upon arrival. Failure to provide complete and accurate financial information disqualifies the Camper for a scholarship. If the Organization arrives without completed Camper Registration Forms, participants will not be allowed to engage in any Camp activities until completed forms are received. If the Organization is unable to provide registration forms for any or all participants, those participants will not be allowed to stay at CrossView, and no refund will be given.
If the Partner Ministry must cancel their week of Camp later than March 1, 2021 for any reason, they agree to pay CrossView an additional $10,980 for a five-day Camp ($305 per Camper spot x 36 Camper spots) or $8,676 for a four-day Camp ($241 per Camper spot x 36 Camper spots) on or before the first day of their scheduled Camp. The $540 deposit is non-refundable at any time.

PAYMENT COMMITMENT (CONT’D)
The Partner Ministry understands that their Volunteer Counselors come to CrossView for free only if 18 or more Campers qualify for scholarships. In the event that less than 18 Campers qualify for scholarships, the Partner Ministry agrees to pay $320 per Volunteer Counselor (or $256 for four day Camps).
The Partner Ministry agrees to use all Camp facilities and equipment with care and agrees to cover the cost of any damage caused by careless, reckless, or negligent behavior on behalf of the Partner Ministry’s Counselors, Coordinator(s), or Campers.
OTHER RESPONSIBILITIES OF PARTNER MINISTRY

The Partner Ministry agrees to provide a maximum of 2 male and 2 female Volunteer Counselors. Volunteer Counselors are no longer required. Counselors must be at least 18 years old. The Partner Ministry agrees to ensure that all Counselors are mature Christians suited for the ministry of Summer Camp spiritually, physically, and emotionally (committed to Christ, well-grounded in their faith, able to effectively share Jesus with others, able to walk with Campers all over Camp property in the heat, able to walk up and down hills, emotionally stable enough to handle emotionally unstable kids, willing to abide by and enforce CrossView’s policies). The Partner Ministry agrees to collect the completed Volunteer Counselor Application & Release Form for each Counselor and to submit these forms to CrossView Camp at least 1 week before their scheduled week of Camp. The Partner Ministry also agrees to provide CrossView’s Sexual Abuse Prevention Training to each Counselor and submit the completed course tests to CrossView Camp at least 1 week before their scheduled week of Camp. The Partner Ministry understands that their Volunteer Counselor candidates must be approved in advance by CrossView Camp, based on their application, references, and background check. The Organization’s Counselors will be paired with CrossView Staff Counselors to supervise a maximum of 9 Campers. CrossView is legally responsible for ensuring that all adults at Camp meet the standards set forth by the Texas Department of Health and Human Services.
The Partner Ministry agrees to go over CrossView’s Rules for Counselors with all their Counselors and to support CrossView’s Staff and leadership in enforcing these rules. If a participant (Counselor or Camper) is unable or unwilling to comply with CrossView’s rules, CrossView Camp reserves the right to send that participant home with no refund.
The Partner Ministry agrees to hold CrossView Camp harmless for any injury, damage, death, loss, accident, or disability occurring on CrossView property.

The Partner Ministry understands that all Counselors and Coordinators must stay in close and open communication with CrossView’s Camp Director on all issues involving Campers, Counselors, Camp Staff, and the ministry of Summer Camp in general.
The Partner Ministry is responsible for transportation of all Campers and Counselors to and from CrossView Camp. The Partner Ministry agrees to arrive at CrossView between 11:30 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. on the first scheduled day of their Camp, and to depart from CrossView between 12:30 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. on the last scheduled day of their Camp.
