 Safety Officer—administers first aid, 
 administers all Camper & Counselor 
 medications, keeps Medical Log 

  Senior Staff—experienced Staff    
 member who serves as an Assistant to 
 the Camp Director, supervises weekly 
 Cabin cleaning & chores
