KBARA is a support group for several privately and club owned linked Amateur Radio repeaters. The system covers
an area from NE Washington to NE Oregon, and from western Montana to central Washington. The KBARA system
is also part of the Evergreen Intertie, an interconnected group of repeaters located in western Washington and
Oregon. The primary purpose of the KBARA repeaters is to provide a means for emergency communications within
the above areas, and secondarily for routine radio traffic. It makes possible a single system of mobile
communications coverage, extending the limited range provided by any single repeater operation. The KBARA FM
repeaters operate in the VHF bands and are linked by UHF radios and IRLP. The repeaters' frequencies, call signs
and locations are as follows:

147.380 MHz W70E on Mica Peak near Spokane, WA, owned by John, W70E

147.360 MHz K 1RR on Stensgar ( Stranger) Mt. near Chewelah, WA, owned by Glen, K1RR & John, W70E
147.320 MHz (103.5 Hz tone) KA7FVV on West Twin near Moscow 1D, owned by Scott, KATFVV, & KBARA
147.280 MHz KB7ARA on Pikes Peak in the Blue Mountains near Walla Walla, WA, owned by KBARA
147.020 MHz KB7ARA on Lookout Pass on the Idaho-Montana border, owned by KBARA

223.900 MHz AK20 hub repeater on Stensgar (Stranger) Mt. near Chewelah, WA, owned by Karl, AK20

Update from Jim, N7WRR
KBARA Director

I wanted to give a review of important events for those who have missed the Wednesday evening nets. Following
the annual meeting early this summer, it was decided that KBARA would acquire two of the system repeaters.
These repeaters had not been working or working poorly for the last year. KBARA is now the owner of the Pikes
Peak repeater (147.28 Mhz) near Walla Walla, and the Lookout Pass repeater (147.02 Mhz) on the Idaho/Montana
border.

Glen, KI1RR, Bill, KG7SJR and I installed a new ICOM repeater at Pikes Peak on October 3, and it now serves
its full range again. We have started getting some check-ins on the morning nets from Walla Walla, Tri-Cities
and near Prosser, and should get more as people discover it’s working again.

Getting the Lookout Pass repeater back on line again has proven a
more difficult task. The building that KBARA has shared with
the Mineral County Sheriff, Montana DOT and Montana Highway
Patrol is in disrepair and ready to collapse. Bill, KG7SJR and I éﬁ !Q [5‘
attended a meeting of the building tenants at the site October 16" m ‘\ it
which was scheduled by the US Forest Service. The USFS
engineer decided the building was in great disrepair, and the roof
would likely collapse this winter. The other tenants said they had
no financial funds, and
were looking to 1 Old Lookout site
KBARA to make the
repairs. Bill and I estimated if we did the work, it would have been
well over $2,000 in materials and declined to go forward on this.
Our lease had expired and we put off signing a new one with the
Forest Service. KBARA, just now, was able to enter into a lease
with a private party for a different, much better site on the same
ridge to the east. We now will try to get the equipment rounded up,
e N \, repaired and moved to the new site, but with winter setting in early,
2 New Lookout site we may not be able to complete everything this year. Moving the
antennas from the one tower to the other will be a challenge. Also,
we will need to meet with the new site owners to get the keys and measure for new hard line first. The Lookout
repeater can give coverage of the Idaho Silver Valley to the west and almost to Missoula to the east, so we
would like this repeater going again as part of KBARA.

In addition, the West Twin repeater, (147.32 Mhz) near Moscow has not been working now for several weeks.
Scott, KATFVYV, just purchased a used replacement repeater for this site, and will make plans to install it as
soon as the site manager is able to accompany us (due to the site restrictions of the lease). We look forward to
getting it back on line again to re-establish coverage of the Palouse.
