*PRAYER OF THE DAY 
The presiding minister leads the prayer of the day. 

P - Let us pray.  
A brief silence is kept before the prayer. 

P - Almighty and ever-living God, you hate nothing you have made, and 

you forgive the sins of all who are penitent. Create in us new and 

honest hearts, so that, truly repenting of our sins, we may receive from 

you, the God of all mercy, full pardon and forgiveness through your 

Son, Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord, who lives and reigns with you 

and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. 

C - Amen. 

The assembly is seated. 

WORD 
God speaks to us in scripture reading, preaching, and song. 

FIRST READING: Joel 2:1-2, 12-17 
Because of the coming Day of the LORD, the prophet Joel calls the people to a community lament. The repentant 

community reminds God of his gracious character and asks God to spare the people, lest the nations doubt 

God’s power to save. 

 1 Blow the trumpet in Zion; 

  sound the alarm on my holy mountain! 

 Let all the inhabitants of the land tremble, 

  for the day of the LORD is coming, it is near— 

 2 a day of darkness and gloom, 

  a day of clouds and thick darkness! 

 Like blackness spread upon the mountains, 

  a great and powerful army comes; 

 their like has never been from of old, 

  nor will be again after them in ages to come. 

 12 Yet even now, says the LORD, 

  return to me with all your heart,

 with fasting, with weeping, and with mourning;

SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 5:20b—6:10 
The ministry of the gospel endures many challenges and hardships. Through this ministry, God’s reconciling 

activity in the death of Christ reaches into the depths of our lives to bring us into a right relationship with God. 

In this way, God accepts us into the reality of divine salvation. 
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20b We entreat you on behalf of Christ: be reconciled to God. 21 For our 

sake God made the one who knew no sin to be sin, so that in him we might 

become the righteousness of God. 

  6:1 As we work together with him, we entreat you also not to accept the 

grace of God in vain. 2 For he says,  

 “At an acceptable time I have listened to you, 

  and on a day of salvation I have helped you.” 

Look, now is the acceptable time; look, now is the day of salvation! 3 We 

are putting no obstacle in anyone’s way, so that no fault may be found 

with our ministry, 4 but as servants of God we have commended ourselves 

in every way: in great endurance, afflictions, hardships, calamities, 
5 beatings, imprisonments, riots, labors, sleepless nights, hunger; 6 in 

purity, knowledge, patience, kindness, holiness of spirit, genuine love, 
7 truthful speech, and the power of God; with the weapons of righteousness 

for the right hand and for the left; 8 in honor and dishonor, in ill repute and 

good repute. We are treated as impostors and yet are true, 9 as unknown 

and yet are well known, as dying and look—we are alive, as punished and 

yet not killed, 10 as sorrowful yet always rejoicing, as poor yet making 

many rich, as having nothing and yet possessing everything.

C - Thanks be to God. 

 

*GOSPEL ACCLAMATION 

“On My Heart Imprint Your Image” (ELW 811) 

On my heart imprint your image, blessed Jesus, king of grace, 

that life's troubles nor its pleasures ever may your work erase. 

Let the clear inscription be: Jesus, crucified for me, 

is my life, my hope's foundation, all my glory and salvation! 

 

*GOSPEL: Matthew 6:1-6, 16-21 
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus commends almsgiving, prayer, and fasting, but emphasizes that spiritual 

devotion must not be done for show. 
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P - The holy gospel according to Matthew. 

C - Glory to you, O Lord. 

[Jesus said to the disciples:] 1 “Beware of practicing your righteousness 

before others in order to be seen by them, for then you have no reward 

from your Father in heaven. 

  2 “So whenever you give alms, do not sound a trumpet before you, as 

the hypocrites do in the synagogues and in the streets, so that they may be 

praised by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. 3 But 

when you give alms, do not let your left hand know what your right hand 

is doing, 4 so that your alms may be done in secret, and your Father who 

sees in secret will reward you. 

  5 “And whenever you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, for they love 

to stand and pray in the synagogues and at the street corners, so that they 

may be seen by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward. 
6 But whenever you pray, go into your room and shut the door and pray to 

your Father who is in secret, and your Father who sees in secret will 

reward you. 

  16 “And whenever you fast, do not look somber, like the hypocrites, for 

they mark their faces to show others that they are fasting. Truly I tell you, 

they have received their reward. 17 But when you fast, put oil on your head 

and wash your face, 18 so that your fasting may be seen not by others but 

by your Father who is in secret, and your Father who sees in secret will 

reward you. 

  19 “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and 

rust consume and where thieves break in and steal, 20 but store up for 

yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust consumes and 

where thieves do not break in and steal. 21 For where your treasure is, there 

your heart will be also.”

SERMON 
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*HYMN OF THE DAY………………..“Savior, When in Dust to You” (ELW 601) 
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INVITATION TO LENT (ELW p. 252) 
The assembly is seated. The presiding minister may invite the assembly into the discipline of Lent. 

P - Friends in Christ, today with the whole church we enter the time of 

remembering Jesus’ passover from death to life, and our life in Christ is 

renewed. 

We begin this holy season by acknowledging our need for repentance 

and for God’s mercy. We are created to experience joy in communion 

with God, to love one another, and to live in harmony with creation. 

But our sinful rebellion separates us from God, our neighbors, and 

creation, so that we do not enjoy the life our creator intended. 

As disciples of Jesus, we are called to a discipline that contends against 

evil and resists whatever leads us away from love of God and neighbor. 

I invite you, therefore, to the discipline of Lent—self-examination and 

repentance, prayer and fasting, sacrificial giving and works of love—

strengthened by the gifts of word and sacrament. Let us continue our 

journey through these forty days to the great Three Days of Jesus’ 

death and resurrection. 

 

CONFESSION OF SIN (ELW p. 252) 
The presiding minister leads the following or another confession. 

P - Let us confess our sin in the presence of God and of one another. 

The assembly kneels or sits. Silence is kept for reflection and self-examination. 

P - Most holy and merciful God, 

C - we confess to you and to one another, and before the whole 

company of heaven, that we have sinned by our fault, by our own 

fault, by our own most grievous fault, in thought, word, and deed, 

by what we have done and by what we have left undone. 

P - We have not loved you with our whole heart, and mind, and strength. 

We have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We have not forgiven 

others as we have been forgiven. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 
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P - We have shut our ears to your call to serve as Christ served us. We 

have not been true to the mind of Christ. We have grieved your Holy 

Spirit. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our past unfaithfulness, the pride, envy, hypocrisy, and apathy that 

have infected our lives, we confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our self-indulgent appetites and ways, and our exploitation of other 

people, we confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our negligence in prayer and worship, and our failure to share the faith 

that is in us, we confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our neglect of human need and suffering, and our indifference to 

injustice and cruelty, we confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our false judgments, our uncharitable thoughts toward our neighbors, 

and our prejudice and contempt toward those who differ from us, we 

confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Our waste and pollution of your creation, and our lack of concern for 

those who come after us, we confess to you. 

C - Have mercy on us, O God. 

P - Restore us, O God, and let your anger depart from us. 

C - Hear us, O God, for your mercy is great. 

 

IMPOSITION OF ASHES (ELW p. 254) 
When ashes are used in the service, the presiding minister may say the following prayer. 

P - Almighty God, you have created us out of the dust of the earth. May 

these ashes be a sign of our mortality and penitence, reminding us that 

only by the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ are we given eternal life; 

through the same Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord. 

C - Amen.

People may come forward and kneel or stand to receive the ashes. 

Ministers mark the forehead of each person with a cross of ashes, saying: 

P - Remember that you are dust, and to dust you shall return. 

During this time, hymns or penitential psalms may be sung, or silence may be kept. Psalm 51 may be sung if it 

has not been used earlier in the service. 

After those who desire ashes have received them, all may kneel or sit, and the minister continues. 

P - Accomplish in us, O God, the work of your salvation, 

C - that we may show forth your glory in the world. 

P - By the cross and passion of your Son, our Savior, 

C - bring us with all your saints to the joy of his resurrection. 

The presiding minister addresses the assembly. 

P - Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our 

Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen us in all goodness, and by the power of 

the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. 

C - Amen. 

 

+PRAYERS OF INTERCESSION 
The prayers are prepared locally for each occasion. The following examples may be adapted or used as 

appropriate. 

P - Reconciled by God’s mercy and sustained by God’s presence, let us 

pray for the world and its needs. 

A brief silence. 

P -Guide your church, O God. Accompany all Christians in this season of 

repentance, and renew our faith in the riches of grace you give to us in 

baptism. Hear us, O God. 

C - Your mercy is great. 

P -Heal this earth, O God. Satisfy the needs of every parched place, every 

diverse ecosystem, every suffering creature. Though all return to dust, 

grant beauty and purpose to each living thing. Hear us, O God. 

C - Your mercy is great. 

P -Restore the nations, O God. Let your healing spring up quickly across 

the world. Give all in authority the will to loose the bonds of injustice 

and let any who are oppressed go free. Hear us, O God. 
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C - Your mercy is great. 

P -Deliver your people, O God. Comfort any whose hearts are rent by 

grief, uphold any who are sick, bring food to those who hunger, and 

give housing to all without shelter. Hear us, O God. 

C - Your mercy is great. 

P -Bless this assembly, O God. Reconcile us to one another and to you. 

Strengthen our resolve to fast from evil, open our hands in sharing, and 

quicken our prayer. Hear us, O God. 

C - Your mercy is great. 

P - Hold us forever, O God. We thank you for all who now know their 

treasure in heaven, and for all who on earth proclaimed your 

abounding, steadfast love. Hear us, O God. 

C - Your mercy is great. 

P - Receive our prayers, O God, through Jesus Christ, our strength and 

salvation. 

C - Amen.

God feeds us with the presence of Jesus Christ. 

*PRESENTATION OF OFFERING….“Let the Vineyards Be Fruitful” 
 

Let the vineyards be fruitful, Lord, 

and fill to the brim our cup of blessing. 

Gather a harvest from the seeds that were sown, 

that we may be fed with the bread of life.

unite them with the prayers we offer now. 

Grace our table with your presence, 

and give us a foretaste of the feast to come.

P - O God, maker of heaven and earth, your steadfast love embraces all 

creation. You send rain and sunshine to nourish the earth and bring 

forth its bounty. Through these gifts of bread and wine, draw us into the 
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death and life of your Son, who calls us to bear witness to his saving 

work. We ask this in Jesus’ name.

*PREFACE 

P - It is indeed right, our duty and our joy, that we should at all times and 

in all places give thanks and praise to you, almighty and merciful God, 

through our Savior Jesus Christ. You call your people to cleanse their 

hearts and prepare with joy for the paschal feast, that, renewed in the 

gift of baptism, we may come to the fullness of your grace. And so, 

with all the choirs of angels, with the church on earth and the hosts of 

heaven, we praise your name and join their unending hymn: 

 

*HOLY, HOLY, HOLY (ELW p. 144) 

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of pow’r and might, 

heaven and earth are full of your glory. 

Hosanna. Hosanna. Hosanna in the highest. 

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord. 

Hosanna in the highest. 

 

*THANKSGIVING AT THE TABLE 
The presiding minister continues, using one of the following or another appropriate form. 

P - Blessed are you, O God of the universe. Your mercy is everlasting and 

your faithfulness endures from age to age. 
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Praise to you for creating the heavens and the earth. Praise to you for 

saving the earth from the waters of the flood. Praise to you for bringing 

the Israelites safely through the sea. Praise to you for leading your 

people through the wilderness to the land of milk and honey. Praise to 

you for the words and deeds of Jesus, your anointed one. Praise to you 

for the death and resurrection of Christ. Praise to you for your Spirit 

poured out on all nations. 
  

In the night in which he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus took bread, and 

gave thanks; broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying: Take and eat; 

this is my body, given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me. 
  

Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, and gave it for all to 

drink, saying: This cup is the new covenant in my blood, shed for you 

and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. Do this for the 

remembrance of me. 
  

With this bread and cup we remember our Lord’s passover from death 

to life as we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

C - Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again. 
  

P - O God of resurrection and new life: Pour out your Holy Spirit on us 

and on these gifts of bread and wine. Bless this feast. Grace our table 

with your presence. 

C - Come, Holy Spirit. 
  

P - Reveal yourself to us in the breaking of the bread. Raise us up as the 

body of Christ for the world. Breathe new life into us. Send us forth, 

burning with justice, peace, and love. 

C - Come, Holy Spirit. 
  

P - With your holy ones of all times and places, with the earth and all its 

creatures, with sun and moon and stars, we praise you, O God, blessed 

and holy Trinity, now and forever. 

C - Amen. 
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*LORD’S PRAYER 

Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name, thy kingdom 

come, thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day 

our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those 

who trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver 

us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, 

forever and ever. Amen.

P - Merciful God, accompany our journey through these forty days. Renew 

us in the gift of baptism, that we may provide for those who are poor, 
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pray for those in need, fast from self-indulgence, and above all that we 

may find our treasure in the life of your Son, Jesus Christ, our Savior 

and Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, 

now and forever. 

C - Amen.

God blesses us and sends us in mission to the world.

P - Almighty God, Father, ☩ Son, and Holy Spirit, bless you now and 

forever.
