Interestingly, he named one of the wells Sheba, which means Seven. For this 
reason he called the name of the city Beersheba, which means The Well of the 
Seven. Jesus said in John 7:38-39, “He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has 
said, out of his heart will flow rivers of living water. But this He spoke concerning 
the Spirit, whom those believing in Him would receive.” This means that every 
believer has a well of the Spirit within them. A well of living water, which He 
promised we will never thirst. Rivers of living water flow within us, rivers of His 
Spirit, to constantly receive His revelation and fullness. Jesus said to the Samaritan 
woman, “If you knew the gift of God, and who it is who is saying to you, ‘Give 
Me a drink,’ you would have asked Him, and He would have given you living 
water.” So, God has reserved for these times The Revelation of the 7 Spirits of 
God. Which are: The Spirit of the Lord, the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, 
the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the 
Lord.
