Grace and Peace to you from God the
Father and Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ...
Since the COVID-19 outbreak, our congregations
began our own recovery by meeting as quickly as
April 26" Together we know the importance of
Word and Sacrament while also realizing that
meeting in fellowship cannot be replaced by
anything virtual. One Horizon Lodge service has
also occurred, and I pray we are able to work with
PMC and the Beehive to reinstate regular services
for the residents in those places. Simply shaking
hands with a neighbor and say, “Peace be with you,”
has been one of the greatest points of connection for
many of us. Being able to receive Holy Communion
amidst those we spend every Sunday with causes me
to pause in a moment of thankfulness. I am very
grateful for being able to see your faces when I
proclaim the Gospel to you again. Please join us
again for worship when you are comfortable and
feel safe.

At the same time, we realize that this is not
over yet. Globally we can observe the instability of
the world. Locally we witness stalwarts of our
congregations missing to protect their health. There
is still uncertainty for many people, and where we
do not have confidence fear can quickly rule.
Foolish things have already begun to happen, and
you have witnessed it on the nightly news. In only
30 years of living, I have never seen people so
divided and scared as this, but perhaps that is not
saying all that much considering we fade and wither
like grass. Still I am pondering the question I asked
last Sunday to each congregation when I said,
“Have you ever been a part of something that was
truly one?”

To be honest, there is only one thing I can
think of... Jesus prays for us to be exactly that.
Specifically as He and the Father are one, Jesus
intercedes in this way for those that know Him and
keep the Word. What I am beginning to say is that
no human effort in history may claim complete
unity in heart, mind, strength, and soul. Only the
Word of God has the power to make us one. This
completeness comes from outside the flesh and
world in the form of prayer and promise from a
specific person. That person being the One and Only
God Almighty, who is three-in-one and one-in-
three, Father, Jesus, and Holy Spirit.

Yes, we are being called to seize the

opportunity in front of us to repent, reform, and
innovate. Yet, we cannot neglect how this must take
place. By faith we work in unison for one mission.
Faith is a gift from God himself and is given apart
from our merit so we cannot brag about how hard
we work. There are many good works prepared for
us to do. We are fighting for the education of all our
youth to continue and need dedicated people willing
to go on a retreat with confirmation students or help
make sure our VBS/Day-camp happens. Technology
needs have also arisen and we have learned we
reach a wider audience with it. People are tuning in
from all over the world and even regular members
when they cannot be with us in person. Several hope
we can begin live-streaming our services and
archiving them so they can be watched later. Even
bible studies are excited to use new tools to include
everyone they can.

At the start of this, I said and thought, God is
closing the building in order for us to see how big
the church really is and who it is made up of. We
have been sent out to our neighbor both near and far
in ways we never thought of before. As disciples we
are being called to follow Jesus. It is the name that
makes us one. Here is the only sanctuary from the
divisions of our sin, world, and satan. Jesus prays
for us to be one and the Word is effective. What
God says is done by the power of the Holy Spirit
every day in our lives. From our daily bread being
provided, to caring for orphan and widow, and
loving our neighbor we do so because we believe
every person is made in the image of God. By faith
we are one with the Jesus and have the power to
give the forgiveness of sins and eternal life to both
friend and enemy. The Gospel makes us one.

We are offering a Fellowship time after church if
you feel comfortable doing that. All the
protocols above should be followed.
Pondera Valley Council has decided to allow
small church groups to meet. We ask that they
notify the church office that they will be meeting
again and follow the guidelines (below) that PV
council and the health department have
approved. (Part of notifying the office is so that
we can have a handle on scheduling and be able
to share that with others.)

EVERYONE who uses the kitchen, Fellowship
Hall, etc., will be responsible to:
v follow 6’ distancing.
v use only paper products at their event.
v following each event: wipe down with

disinfecting solution ALL surfaces that the
group has made contact with i.e. tables,
chairs, counters, salt & pepper shakers,
kitchen faucets, etc.
Rubber gloves will be in the kitchen for your use
if you desire.
The disinfecting solution will need to be mixed
up each time. Using the plastic coffee can
provided, add a few drops of Dawn Dish soap, 1
T bleach and room temperature water (Do NOT
USE warm or even hot water! It neutralizes the
bleach! Also because it is a bleach solution,
please be careful not to spill in the carpeted
areas!) Wipe with a rag and leave wet, it will dry
fairly quickly and the wet contact is important. If
you have no bubbles you need to refresh your
solution. Dump left over solution and rinse
container.
