Time Please arrive 5-10 minutes prior to your scheduled rehearsal time.

Dancer Check-In

Each dancer elementary school age and below must be checked in on the
assigned side of the stage by an adult. Middle School and above can check

themselves in.

There will be a table set up for checkin and check out. This is practice for
Recital day.

Attire

Combo Classes: Arrive in ballet costume. Tap costume not needed for
rehearsal. Please bring ballet and tap shoes.

Jazz, Modern/Lyrical, Baton, Hip-hop, Auxiliary, & Advanced classes: Please
arrive or bring all of your costumes and shoes.

Dress Rehearsal is optional for elementary age and below.

Hair, Makeup, and
Accessories

Hair and makeup does not have to be done for rehearsal.

Rehearsal End Time

After checking in your dancer, we ask that you wait in the lobby or come back
at their end time. You will check them out where you checked them in (in the
auditorium - next to the stage).

If your dancer is in multiple classes & has different rehearsal times, they are
welcome to stay at rehearsal until their last rehearsal end time.




Recital Day

Arrival Time

Doors will open at 12:30pm. Dancers must be checked in by 1:00pm. Dancers
will remain backstage in their designated areas throughout the entire recital.

Out of respect for our dancers, we ask that everyone stays for the entire
recital. The recital should last 1.5 hours (give or take 10 minutes).

Dancer Check-In

Each dancer must checkin on their assigned side of the stage. Middle School
and Above can checkin on their own. Elementary age and below must be
checked in and out by an adult.

Dancers must have all of their costumes, accessories, and shoes with them at
check-in.

For Elementary age and below, you will be given a “ticket” at check in, which
will be used to check them out at the end.

Attire

Dancers should arrive in their costume listed below. Hair and make-up should
be complete upon check-in.

Costume Changes

FDC Staff and Volunteers will be assisting your dancer with any costume
changes, hair/makeup fixes, etc. Parents will not be allowed backstage unless
they are a volunteer.

Dancer Check-out

Each dancer Elementary age and below must be checked out on their
assigned side of the stage. You will give the FDC staff/volunteer your ticket to
check them out.

Recital Extras

Reminder that we will have qifts, flowers, etc. available to purchase. If you
pre-order, you will pick up your flowers at the recital.

Recital Costumes Information

Monday Classes

3-4 year old Arrive to the recital in tap costume (Reindeer Costume)

Combo e Antlers should be bobby pinned into their hair. Hair should be up out of their

face. It is best to have it in a bun in preparation for their next dance, but not
required. We want them to feel comfortable!

e Red shirt, brown tutu, solid colored leotard underneath, pink tights, & black tap
shoes. Nude leotard is a best practice as it can be kept on under both
costumes but this is not required!

Please bring_their Ballet costume with the included hair accessory.

e FDC staff and volunteers will ensure their hairis in a bun.
e Ballet costume, pink tights, and ballet shoes. Nude leotard underneath will
help with changes and texture issues, but is not mandatory.

K-2"Combo | Arrive to the recital in tap costume (Pajamas)

e Hair should be up out of their face. It is best to have it in a bun in preparation
for their next dance, but not required. We want them to feel comfortable!

e Black tap shoes - Please have their pink tights on underneath their pajamas.

You can add a bow to match if you would
like. We have some solid red and solid green ones you can use if you would
like. We want them to feel comfortable!

e Black tap shoes - Please have their pink tights on underneath their pajamas.
Nude leotard is a best practice as it can be kept on under both costumes but
this is not required!

Please bring_their Ballet costume with the included hair accessory.

e FDC staff and volunteers will ensure their hairis in a bun.
e Ballet costume, pink tights, and ballet shoes. Nude leotard underneath will
help with changes and texture issues, but is not mandatory.

Baton e Shirt provided by the studio, black leggings or tights, hat, and scarf. Black

Tuesday Classes

15t -5t Jazz e Thisis our opening dance, so it is important that they arrive in their costume,
hair & makeup done, hair accessory in their hair, skin toned tights and black
jazz shoes.

e Hair can be however they would like as long as it is out of their face.

Twinkles Costume: Pajamas

Tumbling e Hair should be out of their face and can be styled however you would like. You

are welcome to add a bow if you would like but not required. We want them to
be comfortable. They will tumble barefoot.

e If yourdancer/tumblerisin Mondays 3-4 year old combo class, they should
arrive in their tap costume and bring their pajamas. FDC staff will get them
changed.

e Ifyourdancerisin the Wednesday 3-4 year old combo class, they should
arrive in their Ballet costume and bring their pajamas. FDC staff will get them
changed.

Middle - High e Costume, skin toned tights, & half sole shoes.

. o We will know after rehearsal if the skirt needs to be pinned.

Lyrical e Hair should be up out of their face with the blue ribbon provided as a hair
accessory. If you need one, we will have extras at rehearsal and at the recital.

e If yourdancerisin Mid-High Jazz, they need to arrive in their Jazz costume.

e If yourdancerisin Hip-hop, they need to arrive in their Hip-hop costume.

Technique & Costume: Pajamas

Tumbling e If you need help find pajamas, please let us know. We prefer they are

Christmas PJs or Christmas colors, but this is not mandatory.

e Hair can be styled however you would like as long as it is out of their face and
will not interfere with their tumbling.

e Theywill tumble barefoot.

e If yourdanceris also in 1st-5" Jazz, they should arrive in their Jazz costume.
We will make sure they get changed in time for their next performance.

JrTap e Red costume, skin colored tights, and black tap shoes.

e Hair preferable half up/half down, but not required. Hair just needs to be out of
their face.

e Thisis the last dance for this age group before The Nutcracker Scenes.
Therefore, if they are in other classes (excluding Jr/Sn Ballet), they will need to
arrive in the other costume (Hip-Hop or Jazz).

Wednesday Classes

1%t - 5" Lyrical e Costume, skin colored tights, and half sole shoes. Nude leotard under is
recommended but not required.

e Hair should be in a bun with the hair accessory provided.
