Water and wind over millions of years of freezes and thaws, have
carved into the plateau endless fields of distinctive red rock pillars, called hoodoos, as well as into the
park's series of natural amphitheaters. Enjoy a guided tour here.

Sculpted by Gutzon Borglum, an
American of Danish ancestry, and his son, Lincoln Borglum, Mount Rushmore features 60- foot (18 m)
sculptures of the heads of former United States presidents (in order from left to right) George
Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Theodore Roosevelt and Abraham Lincoln.
