The Synod helps us find someone walk with us part-time to
handle pastoral duties, including worship and other agreed-upon tasks, probably less time than
Larry has been. This person probably serves until a new pastor arrives. Cost: Subject to
negotiation as appropriate for duties. If you have any thoughts on bridge or supply, please talk
with Jeff Voelkel or any Council member.

Our Synod assembly is May 17th & 18th. All Saints sends two official delegates. There are inspiring
worship and music services, and we do the Synod's business. If you'd consider attending, please talk

with Jeff Voelkel.
