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John Paris Bickell lived an extraordinary and
purposeful life. Born September 26, 1884 in
Molesworth, Ontario to parents Rev. David Bickell
and Annie Paris, Jack (as he was known) was the
second of four children. Raised in Toronto, Jack
attended St. Andrews College and was among the
prestigious school’s first one hundred graduates.

To the people of Schumacher, J.P. Bickell is as
much a part of our history as Sandy Mclntyre and
Frederick Schumacher. In the hockey world, Mr.
Bickell is regarded as a cornerstone of the Toronto
Maple Leafs. Although his influence stretched from
centre ice at Maple Leaf Gardens to the depths
of the Mclntyre Mine and beyond, Jack Bickell
preferred to operate out of the spotlight.

As a result, the incredible contributions of one
of Canada’s most important industrialists and
philanthropists are not widely known. Seeking to
set the record straight, authors Jason Wilson, Kevin
Shea and Graham Maclachlan (a first cousin of
Jack’s) collaboratively wrote J.P. Bickell: The Tife, the
{eafs, and the Tegacy to present the definitive story of
this great man. Read on for some of the highlights.

At age 23, Jack started J.P. Bickell & Co., a
brokerage firm. He was a millionaire by age 30,
which was no small feat in the early 1900s. He sold
his firm in 1919 to concentrate on other interests.
He did return to the brokerage industry and by
1926 was a senior partner in the New York firm of
Thomson McKinnon. (He left that firm in late 1939
to take on his World War Il responsibilities.)

Surprising as it may seem, Mr. Bickell was a key
player in the development of the Canadian movie
industry. He served as president or vice president of
various theatre companies. In fact, Famous Players
Canadian Corporation Limited was founded in
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Bickell’s office in 1920. Jack served as the new
corporation’s first Vice President. He ultimately sold
out his interests in the movie industry in 1930 and
focused instead on his mining claims.

Bickell’s initial involvement in mining was in
Cobalt in the early 1900s. By 1911, he had turned
his attention to Schumacher, adding land staked by
Sandy Mclntyre to nearby ground he himself had
obtained. The initial assays were lean, but Bickell
kept the faith, and the company afloat, through
those tough times. Later, as grades improved,
he obtained additional ground. The result was
the MclIntyre Porcupine Mine Limited, which has
earned a place in Canadian mining history as
one of our nation’s most important mines. Jack
became president and, later, chairman of the
mine, a position he held until his death on August
22, 1951. Mr. Bickell’s work in mining earned him
a place in the Canadian Mining Hall of Fame.

Bickell's association with the Toronto Maple
Leafs began in 1924 (when they were still the
Toronto St. Patricks) and continued until his death
in 1951. During that time he served as owner,
president, chairman, and director. (Continued on page 2.)
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(Continued from page 1.) He helped keep the Leafs
in Toronto in 1927 (by purchasing a majority
ownership of the team and hiring Conn Smythe
as managing director) and financed Maple Leaf
Gardens in 1931. Inaugurated in 1953, the J.P.
Bickell Memorial Award recognizes outstanding
service to the Maple Leafs organization. Recipients
include Dave Keon (cousin of Paddy and Fred
Dwyer) in 1962 and 1963, Timmins’ Allan Stanley
in 1966, Cochrane’s Tim Horton in 1969, and
(most recently) Pat Quinn in 2003. Mr. Bickell was
inducted into the Hockey Hall of Fame in 1978.

In spite of political misgivings, Jack’s sense of
duty to the nation prevailed during the Second
World War. His commitment to the war effort on
both sides of the Atlantic was unassailable. He
served on the British Airplane Supply Board and
even donated both of his Grumman Goose aircraft
to the RCAF. As one of the “4 Busy B's”, Jack
headed up wartime industry and special projects.
In 1942, Bickell returned from overseas to become
the president and chairman of Victory Aircraft.
He was tasked with increasing the Avro Lancaster
bomber production rate; an effort credited for
ultimately influencing the outcome of the war.

During his life, J.P. Bickell gave generously.
In 1938, he spearheaded the construction of
the McIntyre Community Building. In 1939, he
loaned Roy Thomson funds to rebuild after a fire
in Timmins. In 1945, he provided the loan Jack
Kent Cooke needed to buy Toronto radio station
CKEY. In 1949, he provided $5000 to permanently
secure the land on Chapman Lake that, to this day,
houses Camp Bickell (a non-profit summer camp).

Upon his death, John Paris Bickell willed $13
million of his $14.6 million estate to the creation of
the J.P. Bickell Foundation. The Foundation donates
half of its interest income each year to: Toronto’s
Hospital for Sick Children (50%); medical research
bursaries (10%); mining scholarships (5%); and
general charities in Ontario (35%). The Foundation
contributed $160 million to charity from 1953 to
2017. Mr. Bickell also bequeathed a multi-million
dollar collection of original art and artifacts to the
Art Gallery of Ontario (of which he was a founder).

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My Schumacher memories were recently
stirred by an artist friend, Donna Spears Lauzon,
who currently lives in Timmins. | researched my
hometown online and came across an article
about how Schumacher came into being as a gold
mining area. That got me thinking about my dad,
Bill Sutton, who worked as a heavy duty vehicle
mechanic at the McIntyre Mine.

During winter holidays, Dad would drop me
off at the lake beside the mine and | would play
hockey with a bunch of other young boys, including
Frank Mahovlich. We used to chop holes in the ice,
then use a bucket to flood the surface so the frozen
lake was nice and smooth. Of all those boys, Frank
has remained fresh in my memories, as he became
a famous hockey player and the first million dollar
contract in the NHL.

My family lived on Third Avenue in a rental
home owned by the Kwach (phonetic) family, next
door to Setacci’s ltalian grocery store and, if |
recall, about a block away from a family named
Toddhunter. Winters back in those days were, to
my way of thinking, quite normal. The roads were
hard packed with snowbanks 8 to 10 feet high. |
remember walking to school bundled up in Long
Johns, breaches, a woolen shirt, a sweater, a parka,
a toque, woolen gloves inside a pair of leather
mittens, and felt pack shoes inside galoshes. The
cold didn’t bother me then; however, | shudder as
| reflect on those bitter mornings of -50F below.

Speaking about school, | recall the janitor setting
up wooden boards around an area of the yard
and flooding the dirt to make a skating surface
for us young people. Another great memory is of
receiving Christmas gifts from Mr. Schumacher.
We used to get a choice of several items, and |
recall selecting a small wooden sleigh at least two
years in a row. Another young boy and | used our
sleighs as bobsleds on the icy roads.

Schumacher had the best arena north of Toronto.

| remember my dad taking my older brother Don
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and me there to watch wrestling matches and
hockey games. During one game, when | was 9
or 10, a frozen puck flew into the bleachers and
knocked me out cold. Most details of that incident
have long faded into clouded memories.

| recall walking to the movie theatre in Timmins
with Don on Saturday mornings. We watched
cowboy movies and the newsreels for a dime! As |
recall, Timmins had the only swimming pool. Some
of us young guys also used to swim at a gravel
pit. On the topic of water, | recall watching huge
fish (sturgeon perhaps) from a bridge over part of
Nighthawk Lake or River. They looked like logs,
and seemed to be at least 8 feet long.

Summer meant spending time at a cabin on
Watabeag Lake during my dad’s holidays. The
cabins were rustic; no running water, no electricity,
no bathroom (just an outhouse), a pump in the
kitchen that had to be primed with lake water,
and a Coleman lantern for light at night. | have so
many memories from there: canoeing and making
root beer to name a few. We would dedicate one
whole day to fishing and picking berries for my
mom to can. | recall the heads and tails of the large
Northern Pike would flop off the table and the wild
blueberries were huge and juicy with a great taste.

In 1950, when | was 12 years old, we moved to
Stayner, which is located about 90 miles north of
Toronto. Dad had been offered a position as the
head mechanic at a GM dealership there. | often
wonder how life would have turned out, had we
stayed in Schumacher. | doubt that | would have
become a police officer with both the RCMP and
Vancouver Police Department or that, later in life, |
would have become a commercial flower grower.
Today | spend my time as an artist and enjoy life
with my thoughts of yesteryear, away from the cold
and snow, living in California.

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BACK T0 SCHOOL

Schumacher Public School will mark a significant
milestone during the 2017-2018 school year: the
start of its one hundredth year as an institute of
learning! Construction on the familiar building
located between Third (now Croatia) and Fourth
Avenues began in 1917, but the history surrounding
the actual start of classes at SPS is a little bit murky.
Based on old newspaper articles, it appears that
the new school was ready to accept students in the
fall of 1918. The opening was apparently delayed,

however, due to the Spanish Flu Epidemic. Some
schools, including Schumacher Public, became
temporary hospitals during the outbreak. All
schools were closed to help prevent the spread
of the disease and most did not reopen until the -
