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HICEEC COMMUNITY GRANTS APPLICATION

HICEEC has a grant application process for Hornby Island non-profit organizations and business groups who need funding for projects that demonstrate direct economic, social or environmental benefits to Hornby Island, with contributions of up to $2000 per applicant. Lead applicants are encouraged to contact Karen Ross, HICEEC’s staff at karen@hiceec.org to discuss their proposal prior to final submission. Applications are accepted throughout the year, funds contingent.

Granting Criteria
The HICEEC Board will evaluate proposals based on the HICEEC Strategic and Annual plans, and the presence of other existing funding channels.  Essential information that the proposal must contain are:

	1. Description of economic, social or environmental benefits to Hornby Island

	1.1 The proposal includes a description of the project’s immediate and long-term    
expected benefits to Hornby Island.  

	            1.2 The proposal lists appropriate deliverables and measures of success.

	2. Supporting information that will strengthen a proposal:

	             2.1   The proposal includes funds (cash or in-kind) from other funding sources.

	2.2 The project includes cash or in-kind contributions from Hornby businesses or 
volunteers.



The HICEEC board will evaluate and compare proposals based on this grid and may reject proposals with comments and rationale, or fund projects partially or in full.
